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for tho number and excellonco of its schools ;
the contral school is ono of the finest buildings
of the kind in Canada.

During the year just passed, onc of the
Targest and best equipped of the city’s school
buildings was burned. This necessitated the
transferring of o number of scholars to others,
and the fitting up of temporary quarteis for
tho rest. This building is being replaced by o
much largor and finer structure  The moat
important ovent of the year was_ the opening
this sjring of tho now Normal School, a vory
hendsome and well appointed building.

One of our nows items of this month relates
to the Manitoba School Exhibit at the Dow-
injon Teachors’ Association meeting in Montreal.
1 his cxhibit was particularly admired by the
teachers in attendance,

Late in the month of June the united schools
gavo a grand concert in the city. The children
were in trainiug for this for some time previous,
and when the night for the concert came, were
in almost perfect practice. Thoe aflair was
attended by a very large numbor of people, and
was pronounced one of the best concerts ever
given in the city. There wero over five bun-
dred children singing in the choruses.

When the time for the promotion cxamina-
tions came, the scholars were in a bottor state
of preparation than cver had been the case
bofore, and the resulis were very satisfactory
to scholars, teachers and parents. It is ex.
pected that 1892.93 will be a banner year in
tho history of Manitoba’s public schools.

THE EXHNIBITION.

'T'his is the month sct for the holding of the
groat Winvnipeg Industrial Iixhibition, July
25 to 29. Last ycar the tirst in which an
oxhibition of this kind was ever held, the last
daya of September and thefi. <% ot October werce
choscn, Expericnce showed, however, that
these wero pot suitable; partly on account of
the uncertainty of the weather at that season
and partly because the farniers are just then
husy with their fall work and as these arc the
people whom it is most desired to interest their
convenicnce had to beconsidered. 1t was there-
for thought wise to hold the Exhibition in
July. This is only an experimeant, however,
and if it docs not prove a success auother
change will have to be made.

The directors of the Ixhibition Association
have been able to work to better advantage
this year. They gained a lot of exparicnce
during the time they were arranging thedetails
of last yoat’s show which they Lave turncd to
good account. ‘The work was commenced
oarly ; an energetic sccretary und manager was
appninted ; and a thorough system of adver-
tising adopted. The result has been greatly
increased chances for a successful show.

The grounds will be opened on Saturday and
Monday, July 23 and 25, for the reccption of
oxhibits, which are expocted to be all in place
by Monday night, “Luecsday will be judges day
and ‘Wedneaday will bo tho day of formal
oponing. President MacDonnld will make the
oponiog address. Wednesday, Thursday and
Friday will bo tho people’s days. Ar oxcollent
programnic las been arranged, which will

covor these and will includo many ovents of
importaunce,

It is expectod that many castorn peoplo will
be in the city at the time, among them not a few
home-seckers. These will be able to gather
from the exhibition a fairly good idea of what
Manitoba and the Territories are capable of
producing and what the merits of the respective
districts are, This oxhibition will ia itself thus
be an cducation for everybody.

It is almost certain that every district in
Manitoba and the Territories will be woll
vepresented at this ahow. The inhabitants of
theao recognize too well the great advantages in
the way of advertising to be gained from
cxhibiting to miss the opportunity. There will
be no excuse for such if they do not exhibit.
Theo railway companics have all agread to carry
exhibits frce both ways so that there is only a
very small amount of trouble or expenso to the
cvhibitor.

And now nothing remains but to await with
paticnce the eventful week, and to pray for fiue
weather., That is the main thing ncedful to
insure success,

A YEAR OF ELECTIONS.

In the English speaking world this is to be
a year of elections. The great contest for scats
in the British Housc of Commons ; the United
States presidential clections; and in our own
little province the Legislative elections, are all
to be decided in 1892. In Britain a Housc of
Commons having a membership of about 670 has
to be chosen, in fact is alrcady choscn as at the
time of writing the roturne were nearly all in.
This clection had probably the most momentous
issues at stake of all, and in a way ecffects the
fature of the whole world. Mr. Gladstons,
“the Graud Old Man” at the head of the Irish
Homeo Rule party is making a final struggle for
Irish frcedom. Ropresenting as he does the
most enlightened principles in politics, it is
little wonder that this great warrior has won
to such a large extent the sympathy of Britain.
If he gets in with u working majority a radical
change will at once be made in the methods of
governing the isles of Britain. What th.se
changes will bo it is too soon yct to predict but
Ircland will be given Home Rule that is cectain.
He has had to fight against some powerful
forces. The Conservative party is at present
enjoying a certain measure of popularity in
Britain and not without reason. Lheirgovern-
ment during the six year tern just cxpired,
has been marked by much wise legislation and
carcful attcuntion to both home and forcign
matters. Their defeat, if they suffer one, will
be duc moce to a desire which tho clectors have
to give Home Rule and Mr. Gladstone a chance
than to any great antipathy which they have
for tho Conscrvatives or their meothods.

In the United States wo sece a totaliy
differcot stats of aflairs. Horo we find that
the questiods which are to DLe decided by tho
clections arc not 30 much of an interior as an
exterior nature, I'cotection or I'ree Tradc?
Shall they maintain agreat wallabout thomselves
aud shut out the rest of the world from par-
ticipating in any of the bouofits arising from
the cxistence of the Uniled States, or shall
they throw opca their markets to all

nations snd buy and soll freely with overy wan,
That is tho principle involved in tho sottlomens
of this tariff question, although we do say that
oither of the contending parties are committed
to the carrying out of such (Qucstions relating
to the currency of the United States will also
be made to do duly as vote catchers, but thoy
will, of course, be subservient to the great
issue.

In Manitoba, another ontirely ditferent
matter depends upon the result of the olection.
With us it is whether or not is the Government
carrying out the wishes of the people in its
school legislation. Their bill to abolish tho
system of giving Government assistance to two
different sots of schools was such an unusual
thing in the way of legislation ax . eflected so
seriously the iuterests of tho inhabitants of our
province that this has been made the principal
issue at stake. -The facts in conunection
with tho agitation for the restoration of the old
system are too well known to bear a repitition.
A canc involving the constitutionality of such
legislation is now before the Privy Couacil in
England, theie decision may forever close the
argument.  That the Government will be
supported by a majority of the people at tho
coming clection there is very little doubt,
