Those who
t’:rade on the name of Hahnemann, or who, at a greater or less distance,
follow his vagaries, are diminishing in number and in influence and for
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s to drive them into making application for separate incorporation and
into the position of an oppressed minority, would- be foolish in the
extreme, As to the right of representation of the Universities, actually
e‘ngaged in the educational work of the country, and of the Medical
("OHegeS, there can be no question.
