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2ad, Tho production of pouliry —
ay, smils if you will—can, with proper
managomeut, let us cmpkasize the
words—proper management—bhe made
largely remunerative,and wo will draw
a line under the word largely.

3rd, Pisciculture, where ono has
tha location for it, will wo are assured
by the 1on, Mr. Roosevelt, rapidly
voll in the eaekols, and make plethoric
tho mouney bags of the farmer. Trout-
raising, at any rate, wo will sub-
-cribe to, from a very limited personal
experience,

4th. Arboriculture will always pay ;
but, of course, hero tho question of
timo is an important factor ; yot we
may say, neglect not to set out trees,
for they grow while we slecp, and are
over things of beauty and utility.

5th. Fruit trees, asa specialty, we
cannot too stropgly urge upon you,
for with intelligent carc ad nursing
they will reward you with golden
frmit. Tho saturnine idea of our
worth and well-meaning but distress-
ingly narrow-minded Puritan progeni-
tors wo have happily grown out of.
They, dear, good souls, taught thai
through the apple, in the days of old,
came “original sin;” and through
the apple of laiter days comes the
cider mill, and from tho cider mill to
the gin mill the transition is an easy
one. So our good uncle, for onco
with a fanaticism commerdable for
its honeat self-sacrifice, cut down his
orchard.

6th. Viniculture has not recefved
the attontion it deserves, and proba.
bly—wo may say probably—on ac-
count of the same grim Puritan rigid-
ity in regard to wine drinking,

the most luscious grapes it has ever
boen our good fortunc to mcet with
on this continent, were presented to
our cnrsptured gaze and our pamper-
ed palatt&, in Canada (on the Yermont
line), and the most glorious orchard of*)
apples, pears and plums we found
near Brattleboro, Vt., and all these
both vines and trees, had been in bear-
ing for years. Why not profit by
such rich experiences? Why not ex-
port 1,000 barrels of apples where we
10w scnd one ?

‘Then, tgo, we bave been told from
this platform, in language positive, if
not strictly classical—that silk culture
tan be successfully carried on in New
England, but upon that point our
opinion’is a little shaky.

We insist upon it, bowever, that the
other industrial pursuite herein men-
tioned, whilst being refining and ele
vating to a degree, may also be made
remunerative beyond the dreams of
advice.

Relinquish then the unequal con-
tost botween the plow and the rocks,
the hoc and the potato bug, and let
your “Jerscys” and your “‘short-
horns ”? regale themsclves in sweet
fields and pastures green, and they
will do their part to enrich your tables
and your coffers, bring & wealth of
bloom into the cheeks of the bonnie
little folks, and help keep your boys
prosperous aud cortented at home,
Bat don’t forget the fruit trees,

All this, however, falls short of our
purpose, which way, and is to direct
attention mainly to another snd still
more lovable industry, and so our
thesis is : The apiary, or bee culture,
as & rource of profit to tho Now Eog-
by, e Now England man

y the Now and man in par-
ticular ? Beclusem‘ltﬁnt art of p:he
country was the original habitat of the
bee, a8 it was the home ¢f the kind of
treer and flowers which seam to have
been msde for its special delettation,
and whoee aweets it takes tho most

particuiar delights in xavishing.
