For the pln}nt;ﬂ‘lt
was arpued that the privilege quked
could not apply 8s the question_relited
1o an offence pefore its commission, and
ations of that nawure could
he privilege mentioned in the
Code. Judge Lynch, adopted the latter
view, and overrnled the objection.
Abbé Gill then persisting ln his refusal
1o reply, the judge sentenced him to
jmprisonment for contempt of Court,
and hence the present appeal.

[n rerdering the judgment of the Court,
Judge Boss¢ referred to the unanimous
recognition of the privilege granted to
spinitual advisers, under the articles of
the Code inveked. The judge himself
from whose judgment the present appeal
was taken fully recognized that privi-
lege. but held that it did not apply 1n
the present instance, inasmuch as Abb¢
Gill could vot be said to have been act-
jngin the professional capacity which
the law protects. A Queb-c statute, that
provides for o fine of $20 against those
who advise apprentices to leave their
masters, was also invoked as depriving
AbbC Gill of his privilege. There could
16 no doubt that an accomplice to crime
could not elaim the privilege of scerecy,
but in the present instance, there was
only an allegution of illegal advice, with-
out the ehadow of a proof that such ad-
vice was really given. Crime must never
be presumed, and besides, the cnré
pesitively declared that he had violated
pilaw. Moreover, in giving his reply
tothe young man, the priest would in-
directly make konown the communica-
tion made to him by the latter, and that
communication was also protected by
the article of the Code. The unanimous
julgment of the Court was that the curé
was jnstified, under article 275, to claim
the privilege which he invoked; there
was 1o contemnt of court,and the appeal
must be maintained. In concvrring in
tue judgment, Judge Hall remarked that
anv other interpretation of the article of
the Code would be too narrow, and there
were any number of justances where,
notwithstanding serivus inconvenlcnce,
principles of public interest must take
the lead over all other considerations.
He wished it to be understood, however,
that the judgment was based solely on
the text of the article invoked, and not
wu the privilege claimed alsa by Abbé
Gill in virtue of his sacerdotal oath, and
i colleasues, he understood, also based
their judgment only on the article re-
forred to,

of the United States, Canada, the Con-
tinent of Burope, Great Britain, Aus-
tralia and New Zesland, will be present
and will have an equal voice in the pro-
ceedings with their brethren in the Old
Land ; 80 that the whole proceedings
shall be homogeneous, and t{;ere cannot
be any pretence, hereafter, that the
utterances of the Convention will not
traly represent the sentiments and
aspirations of the Irish race. In order
that no element of unity should be want-
Ing, special and cordial invitations were
extended to Mr John E. Redmond and
lo Mr. T. M. Healy to have their follow-
Ings represented, on the same footing as
the National organization, with full
legislative powers for their delegates in
the Convention.

£JR LEONARD TILLEY DEAD.

A BRIEF SKETCH OF HIS PUBLIC CAREER.

Sir Leonard Tilley died at three o’clock
on Thureday lastuiter an illness of about
a week, of blood poisoning.

Samuel Leonard Tilley, son of Mr.
Thomas N. Tilley, was born at Gagetown,
Queen's County, N.B, on May 8, 1818,
Sir Leonard Tilley has been a prominent
figure in the public affuirs of this coun-
try for the period of a half century. In
1867 he was made a C.B. (civil) as a
reward for distinguished colonial ser-
vices ; and on resigning his seat in the
New Brunswick Assembly for a seat in
the Commons, he was sworn of the
Canadian Privy Council and appointed
Minister of Castoms in the first Cabinet
of the Dominion. From November, 1868,
to April, 1869, he was Acting Minister
of Public Works, and on Feb. 22, 1§73,
he was made Minister of Finance until
his government resigned on Nov. 5, in
the same vear, when he accepted the
lieutenant-governorship of his native
province, This oflice he held until July
11, 1878, and could have retained it for
a second term had he felt so disposed,
but yielding to the importunities of his
friends and the wishes of his former col-
lengues, he alloved himself to be nomi-
nated in his old constituency for a seat
in the Commone. lle succeeded in being
elected, but by the bare majority of nine
votes. This was altogether due to his
espousal of the National Policy, as a
platform of the Liberal Conservatives.
In Uctober he accepted the portfolio of
Minister of Finance, and on presenting
himself for re-election was returned by
acclamation. On May 24 he was created
a knight of the noble order of St. Michael
and St. George al an investiture of the
Order held in Montreal by the Marquis
of Lorne, then Governor-General of
Canada.

Father
Fogarty was cared for at the University
until Saturday moming, and was then
sent to Providence Hospital, where he
died, never having been =:onscious since
the fall. He was & close student and
frcqiiently remained up uantil late at
nignt pursuing hisstudies. Itis thought
that, being indisposed during the night,
he put his head ont of the window to
breathe fresh air and lost his bulance.
