msy he, s da¢ or two at the Qrirninal Court, the
prlicemau ia rewarded and promaoted for the manilest-
ation of zeal in the service. Oanp it be wondered at
tbat the policemnn ghould give hiz evidence the
colonriog aud extension necessary to endure R cou-
viction ? Nothiog is more unpleasant to a jeunsitive
peraon than the professional manuer 10 which police
give their evidenca. [t is part of their busfpess to
give evidence, and, of course, thev know what they
ase about, and do not feel the difficuities that beset
the non-professinnal witnega. It 19 neither desirable
sor posaible to destroy that ¢spril de covps which in-
duces the members of the force to support oze another
without regard to the obligation toepesk ontbiug but
the truth. The fact is we are rather too fond of police
evidenca, Before eommining a pricover for trial,
the magistrate warns 1he accused person that hemny
make a etatement, bot that what he.says will be
at his peril, yet the police are encouraged to hear
aud raport the atatements of pereons whom they ar
reat.: We merely cite 1bis as 8 proof of our fondness
for police evidence. Perhaps it would be gofng too
far to put ac end to police evilence Jltogetter, or
to refuee to receive apy evidence from’a policeman:
unless corroborated by an independent witness; bat
in most instances we ought to adopt euch a rale, see-
ing that a.police {3:neceesarily. & ;blaged and preju-
diced witness. At pregent overy man's liberty and,
répatation may be placed in imminent jeopardy. by
tbe: fear or malice of police offcera.~—Law Journal.:-
