PROVISIONS CONCERNING THE APPLICABLE LEGISLATION

Article VI

Gênerai Rule for Employed ansd SeIf-Employed Persons

Subject to Articles VUI te X:

(a) an employed person who works in the territory of a Party shail, ini respect ofthat

work, bc subject only te the legisiation of that Party;

(b) a self-eMplyed person who resides in the territory of a Party and who works for

his or lier own account mn the territory of the ether Party or in dme teniteries of

both Parties shall, in respect of that wodc, Wc subject only te thm Ilisiation ofthe

first Party.
