Dr. Loewenthal was born in 1908, Fellowing
his graduation from University as Doctor of Law 1in 1931,
he practised law for a short time. He antered the
diplomatic service iIn 1932 and was appointed Cgmmercial
Attaché at the Austrian Legation in Prague. From 1935
to 1938 he served succassively at the Austrian Legatil
in Paris and in ths Austrian Foreign Office, FollewllNg
the occupation of Austria In 1938, he was placed on the
"fnactive 1ist" and resumed the private practice of law,
In September 1945, hs re-entered the Austrian Foreign
Service and was delegated by his country te varigus
international conferences.

Dr. Loewenthal became Ambassador of Austria
to the United States in February 1952 and is performing
the functions of that office concurrently with his post
as Minister to Canada. He is married and has one
