In 1937, he graduated from the War Academy
of Chile and then served as professor of aerial and mili tary
tactics and staff and military history. He was later
appointed to the General Staff. 1In 1942, he was appointed
Alr Attaché to the Chilean Embassy in Washington. 1In 1948,
he became Air Force General of Chile and retired later in

the year from the Air Fdrce.
