The goverament has received no advice that
there is a strike in progress; the plant is
operating normally, and there is no disturb-
ance in the area. If there is a strike, or if
certain employees think they are on strike,
of course it is an illegal strike. Absolutely
no action will be taken by the government in
connection there.with until the employees re-
t'7rn to work. A strike in a plant which is
bandling high explosives is a most dangerous
thing. A plant, of that type is safe only
as long as every employee follows the safety
regulations; it becomes very dangerous if
there is any carelessness or disturbance such
as would arise from a strike. I have made
it quite clear to the management that if any
disturbance should develop, either in the
plant or out-side, it will bc closed down
indefinitcly.
