My
question is based on an address given by the
Minister of Veterans Affairs on behalf of the
Prime Minister to the council of world veter-
ans federations in Toronto yesterday.

His ad-
dress was well received and he delivered it
very well. I am quoting from the remarks of
the minister:

For the UN to secure a valid mandate to inter-
vene with effect anywhere in the world, its mem-

bership should include states everywhere in the
world.

My question is, will the minister inform the
house, in view of past government policy,
what the government is undertaking at this
time to promote the recognition of mainland

China and its admission to the United Na-
tions?

tween my officials and the officials of the
health department of Ontario.
