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Hon. Leo Cadieux (Minister of National 
Defence): I will consider this question very 
carefully, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. David MacDonald (Egmonl): Mr.
Speaker, as a supplementary question, in 
view of the importance of this matter to our 
country can the minister tell us whether the 
government is giving consideration to includ­
ing in its report on defence, to be made at the 
end of March a statement as to its own posi­
tion with respect to this matter?

Mr. David MacDonald (Egmonl): Mr.
Speaker, in view of this agreement, because 
of its importance to the province and the 
country, and its comprehensive nature, would 
the minister prefer to make a statement on 
motions some time next week indicating to 
some degree the nature and details of this 
plan?

Mr. Marchand (Langelier): I am willing to 
consider that, Mr. Speaker, but I cannot 
make the statement before the agreement is 
signed. Mr. Cadieux (Labelle): Mr. Speaker, I think 

the position of the government was stated last 
year when the renewal of the NORAD agree­
ment was announced by the Secretary of 
State for External Affairs. I think he said at 
that time that Canada was not participating 
in A.B.M.’s.

Mr. MacDonald (Egmonl): As a further sup­
plementary question, I wonder if the minister 
would see to it that in this statement at the 
end of March there be included some state­
ment as to our position with respect to instal­
lations near Canadian territory?
