WHEAT—FUTURE SALES—ALLEGED I.G.A.
PREFERENCE

Mr. R. R. Southam (Qu’Appelle-Moose
Mountain): Mr. Speaker, I wish to direct a
question to the Minister of Industry, Trade
and Commerce. Last Friday in answering a
question put by the hon. member for Crow-
foot the minister referred to the “bag of
tricks” in the I.G.A. that was helping to make
it inoperative so far as Canadian wheat sales
are concerned.
