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Dispensation and the other officers appointed will take their proper
places in the lodge.''

The District Deputy Grand Master then delivers an address on the
duties of officers and the general government of the lodge

The W. M. then opens the lodge in the P G and M. M degrees^
and closes in the s\me, after which any business that may come before
the lodge is transacted, and the lodge is closed

This concludes the ceremony of organizing a lodge, and, as before
explained, ivhen the lodge has been organized a sujicient length oj
time, so that its profeiency in work and the ability of the members to
carry on the lodge business miy be ascertained by Grand Lodge, applica-
tion Jor a Warrant should be made to Grand Lodge The length oj
time between the is&ue of Letters of Dispensation and the isoue of a
Warrant is generally a year, sometimes a shoHer period, but rarely.

APiLICATION FOR A WARRANT.
. A lodge under Dispensation cannot be represented in Grand Lodge,
but prior to the meetinar of Grand Lodge succeeding the date of
issue cf the L:jtters of Dispensation, the lodge should send an
application for a Warrant, in the following form :

the District. We are exerting our best endeavors to inculcaco
the principles and extend the infiuence of the Craft, and fra-
ternally pray for a Warrant of Constitution for said, lodge, and
we promise strict ob.^dience to thv. commands of the Grand Master,
and the edicts, rules, regulations and constitution of Grand Lodge."
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
