By the legislation announced in the 
Ontario assembly yesterday, the ad­
ministrative framework of the O. T. 
\. is practically admitted to be a 
wreck, and will be abandoned forth­
with. The principle of prohibition 
contained In the act has been rescued 
and will be submitted to the people 
to say whether even that is worth 
saving. The government retains only 
the license commission, and assumes 
direct responsibility for sale and dis­
tribution of liquor pending the ver­
dict of the people.

Ottawa. April 7.—Following a pro­
mise by Hon. Arthur Meighen. acting 
minister of Justice, that a royal com­
mission will be named to inquire into 
the Guelph Novitiate affair, Sir Sam 
Hughes1 resolution calling for inves­
tigation by a parliamentary commit­
tee was withdrawn tonight by Sir 
Thomas White, who stated he did so 
at the request of General Hughes.

The investigation by the royal 
commission will not begin until the 
return of Hon. C. J. Doherty, minis­
ter of justice, who is chiefly inter­
ested officially in the matter.

General Sir Sam Hughes moved for 
an inquiry by a select committee of

Ottawa, April 7.—Representations 

have been made to the government by 
W. F. Maclean, M.P., for South York, 
respecting the recent sensational rise 
in the price of the butter qrith the re­
quest that the government investigate 
and take suitable action in the pre­
mises. There ts undoubtedly a real 
scarcity in the butter supply, but it is 
believed that the recent advance of 20 
per cent, per pound in price is partly 
due to manipulation, end-also to but­
ter being exported, 
have also advanced the price of oleo­
margarine. Hon. Gideon Robertson, 
minister of labor, seen by The World 
today, said that the subject was re­
ceiving the attention of his depart­
ment. The minister was called to Mon­
treal shortly after noon,- but will be 
here tomorrow, artd will take up the 
subject with Mr. I. F. Compton, the 
Toronto representative of the labor 
department, and with some of the cold 
storage houses and dealers in Toronto 
tomorrow.

garine, and why.

Will Break Combines.
The visible supply of butter, «aid Mr. 

Robertson, is undoubtedly small, but I 
do not think any considerable quantity 
le being exported. If there be any ex­
portation, gqtar on, tt k to the Untied 
States."''M^l department has no power 
to fix prices of butter, but we can and 
will Intervene to regulate the price by 
breaking up any combine and by 
giving widespread publicity to all the 
facts. The govemer-ln-counctl, how­
ever, has ample powers to embargo 
the export of butter andto fix the' pripe 
if necessary. Should the investiga­
tion I have ordered in Toronto, show 
such a course to be advisable, I have 
no doubt the government will take ap­
propriate action. The situation, how­
ever, is not a local one as the price of 
butter is as high in Ottawa as it is 
in Toronto, and has risen rapidly in 
every part of the country.

ON PEACE CONFERENCEMany Essential Details Left 
Open, But Main Basis is

George had promised to make tonight, ( 
has been postponed until Tuesday, 
according to a Central News despatch 
from Paris. The British premier, It 
is added, is confined to his Paris 
home with a severe chill.

■TRANSFERRED TO NUREMBURG.with neat dark
Government Leaves Munich and Pre­

mier Denies It Hat Retired.

London, April 7.—Premier Hoff­
mann of Bavaria, according to a des­
patch from Berlin, has announced that 
the government of Bavaria has been 
transferred from Munich to Nurem- 
burg and has not retired. He adds:

"The government of the free state 
of Bavaria is and remains the sole 
repository of the highest authority of 
Bavaria and alone Is entitled to issue' 
legai! ordinances and give orders,” 
This announcement was signed by 

Premier Hoffmann at Nuremburg 
under date of April 7.

Paris, April 7.—The peace con­
ference has apparently reached the 
turning point between definite and 
speedy results and further prolonged 
delay. The indications today 
toward action, but new doubts began 
to appear as to whether the desired 
results could be accomplished wltliin 
a fortnight, as Premier Lloyd George 
has predicted.

Actual Damage the Basie.
The principles which seem to be

Payment is to be 
spread over a period of years, with­
out a specific total being fixed, and 
the initial payments will probably be 
required within the first -two years.

At the conclusion of the 
meeting it was stated that no agree­
ment had been reached on reparations 
or other subjects and that the discus­
sion on reparations would be resumed 
tomorrow.

Extreme tension was evident 
result of today’s discussions, and it is 
believed thruout the conference that 
another critical stage has been reach­
ed. One of the most responsible 
thorities associated with 
Wilson said that he would not be sur­
prised if American participation was 
brought to an early close if The de­
lays over details were carried much 
farther.

The differences still remaining on 
the subjects of frontiers and repara­
tions are comparatively slight, he 
added, and yet these slight differences 
are so persistently maintained as to 
threaten to create prolonged " delays.

Two Bills Proposed.
Premier Hearst spoke to part as 

follow»:
It Is the Intention of the govern­

ment to submit two bills, one amend­
ing the Ontario temperance act, and 
the other entitled “the temperance 
referendum act, 1919.”

During the past year the methods 
provided by the Ontario temperance 
act for dispensing liquors that may 
lawfully be «old for medicinal and 
other purposes, thru licensed vendors, 
have not proven as satisfactory as 
the government would like. A num­
ber of causes have contributed to Mile 
result. Chief among those are the 
prohibition of the importation of 
■liquor by Dominion order-ln-oouncll, 
unprecedented demand for liquor for 
medicinal purposes arising out of the 
epidemic of influenza that epread over 
the province last fall, and the Im­
proper conduct of a few, and X am 
glad to say, very few medical men in 
the province, 
moet anxious, as far as that may be 
possible, to remedy any abuses and 
relieve any inconveniences that may 
exist. To this end the bill will pro­
vide for the abolition altogether of 
the sale of liquor by private vendor» 
and will provide means for handling 
this business direct by the govern­
ment. In this way It is hoped to over­
come abuses in the giving of pre­
scriptions, to prevent unnecessary in­
conveniences to thoee legitimately re­
quiring liquor for medical purposes, to 
eliminate all private gain, and en­
sure a supply of pure liquor to those 
who are entitled under the law to 
purchase it.

- Paris, April 7.—Germany's ability 
to continue paying for the food ship­
ments made under the Brussels agree­
ment, it is learned, cannot be deter­
mined before April 15, when the Ger­
man government expects to have a 
report on tihe surrender to the gov­
ernment of German-owi$g^ foreign 
securities which is in progress.

The allied financial delegates, 
meanwhile, continue the general dis­
cussion with the German delegation 
at Senlls, of the value and availabil­
ity of particular securities, so that 
when the German report on surren­
dered securities is made it will be 
easy to estimate to what extent they 
can be used in financing food exports.

The export of raw materials from 
Germany, whiph will also play a role 
In the payment for food. Is in pro­
gress across the German frontier to 
adjacent neutrals, but because of the 
disturbed industrial centres, the 
amount is rather disappointing.

The German delegates at Senlis per­
sist in their requests that Germany 
be given foreign credit to be used in 
purchasing food. There has been no 
change, however, in the disposition of 
the allies to Insist on payment in cash, 
securities and exports.

A “DRY” VICTORY
CLAIMED IN DETROIT

Detroit, Mich., April 7.—Voting on 
three constitutional amendments, in­
cluding one to legalize the sale of 
beer and light wines, Michigan 
and women electors today recorded an 
unprecedented vote for the biennial 
spring election, the weight or the bal­
loting approaching that of the presi­
dential elections.

The vote reported at midnight on 
the "wet’’ amendment, from 434 
precincts of 2300, was 100,658 against 
and 43,876 for the issue. Grant Hud­
son. head of the anti-saloon league, 
and other "dry” leaders claimed vic­
tory by at least 150,000 votes.

Methods to Be Adopted.

The methods the government pro­
poses to adopt are shortly as follows:

1. After the act comes into force 
all sales of liquor that can be lawfully 
made under the Ontario temperance 
act, will be made direct by the hgov« 
ernment.

2. This, of course, will not Inter­
fere with sales that now can be law­
fully made by druggists, but drug­
gists will be required to get their 
supplies from government stores.

3. The business will be carried on 
under the direction and control of the 
•license board.

4. The board, in carrying on the 
business, will maintain:

(a) A chief or head office in the 
city of Toronto.

(b) A central warehouse or ware­
houses for the receipt of liquors in 
quantities and the distribution of 
same to sales agents.

(c) Sales agencies at locations in 
the province suiting the convenience 
of the public, and having regard to 
the requirements of distribution.

Take Over Stocks.
(5) The head office win require to 

maintain ah organization and staff 
sufficient to properly manage and 
administer the undertaking from an 
executive standpoint. It will have 
control of the taking over of the 
stocks' now owned by licensed ven­
dors, the buying of liquors, the de­
termination of the prices at which the

“States without a stable govern­
ment are equally Ineligible for mem­
bership, which pre-supposes the abil­
ity of a signatory power to fulfill 
the pledged conditions.
