London, Dec. 27.—Lord Salisbury, the
Prewmier, has written to United Sthtes Am-
bassador Hay, in response to America's
latest proposals in the Behring Sea con-
troversy, uher request that Great Britain
should enter lnto an agreement with the
United States, ltussia and Japan to stop
sealing,

Great Britain declines to enter Into
such an agreement. Lord Salisbury says,
in substance, that he bas communicated
Wwith the Canadian Governnent whicn has
the foremost futerest in the sealing ques-
tion, and that Canada is unwilling to be-
ccme a party to such an arrangement as is
proposed by the United States, Therefore,
gngland, continues Lord Salisbury, whose
interest is but_ slight,
fied in acceding to the proposal.

Lord Salisbury’s answer emphasizes the
policy of Eungland not to interfere In Can-
ada's foreign relations.

The scene at the City Hall, where the
mayoralty nominations took place, bore no
evidences of the quiet campaign that had
been promised from the apparent apathy of
the electorate. There was a plethora of
nominees.
