THE CALL FOR MEN,

The West Still Wants More Laborers

for the Harwvest.
From The Gazette, Montreal.

The Canadian West I8 just now a

laborers’ paradise. It is not a case of

the man looking for work, but of
work looking for the man.

The labor problem was, perhaps,

never so hard to solve in the West

As it is at present. Advices from
Winnipeg state that empleyment of=-
ficels are besieged with applications
for help. The employmiznt agents say
they are not able to fill one-half of |
the applications made {or laborers,
and wages have gone up in conse-
quence. The fronts of every employ-
ment office are covered with announcs2-
ments of ‘Help wanted” in many
lines. Men are needed on the rail-|
ways, in the ccal mines of the West,
as cooks in camps and in some trades,
An announcement to-day offered 35
cents per hour for carpenters ‘“until
freeze-up.” Free passes are invari-
ablv offered men who wish to go out
of the city, and still the demand can=
not be filled.

An employment agent. who sends
out hundreds of men every week, says:
“We are at our wits’ .end to get men
to fill jobs in here opefi. We have
received no relief from the large num-
ber of Rastern laborers who have ar-
rived here, as they have nearly all
gone to the harvest fields, where they
believe they can secure more money.
We can supply work to hundreds of
men right through the winter, buty
we can’'t get them just now. Wages
will take another jump socn, as ‘we
must have men:*

Although there is such a big de-
mand for men, there are quite a num-
ber lying around idle. They represent-
ed a certain class of “harvester’’ that
came up on. the excursions, and it is
safe to prediet that, if the farmers
of the West depended upon them to
gather in the record crops, the output
this year would he very small. These
men wore, in some instances, patent
leather shoes and very tight trcusers,
“white wings' shoes,
stiff hats and very high collars. A
loral Provincial immigration agent,
when asked what the natty-looking
harvesters were going to do, raid:
“They, apparently, don’t know them-
selves. Some of them modestly ask
for 830 per month and ‘board, and
they have never been in a harvest
field. T would not be surpriced if
«ome of them made a stipulation for
O o'clock breakfast, separate rooms
and featherr beds. Fortunately, the
proportion of this class of Jlaborers
that came out from the East is very
emall. The men who wanted to work,
and who knew what working in the
harvest fields meant, have all bean
placed, and we need more of them.”
