Burns knows very well that it would be
a plece of folly, of whieh I would not be
guilty, to accept anything so indefinite as
this. challenge.

‘We want to know what we are doing.
In the firsf pla:e, Burns knows very
well that Jimmy Coffroth has a standing
offer of a purse of $25000 for a fight be-
tween Burns and Johnson, and Tex Rick-
drd is anxious to bid for the fight in-
‘case a match is made. Johnson would be
foolish to chase over to England for a
$5000 purse when he might.make a wholé
lot more right here at home. And he
wouldn't beé sure of getting even $5000
out of the venture, for the cablegram
