HOW TO RELIEVY THE DON BRIDGE.

One method by which the Queen-street
bridge across the Don might be reliev-
ed of a considerable part of its traffic
is by the extension of Gerrard sireet to
the Kingston-road. This thoroughfare
is now open to Greenwood-avenue. By
extending Gerrard-street eastward for
one mile it would strike the Kingston-
road, which would then form a contin-
uation of it, If this mile of street were
opened up we would have a continuous
route from High Park in the west to
Scarboro Heights in the cast. Tuis
thoroughfare would run almost in The
centre of the residertial section of the
city and would afford the people easy
access to the parks and suburbs, both
east and west, If the extension were
made a great deal of the traffic that
now goes by King-street would use Ger-
rard-street. The lattet has no level
railwaey crossings, and for this reason it
would be the popular route for vehicles
and wheelmen, The high level bridge
at Gerrard-street would be five times
more useful on Queen-street than where
it is, and the subway under the same
| streot further east would be of much
" greater service if it were located at the
Queen-street crossing. The mouney that
was speut on Gerrard-street should have
been used to improve Queen-street. But
while there is no use crying over spilled
milk there is mo reason why we should
not make the best of the situation. The
bridge and subway cost the city many
thousand dollars. By expending a few
thousand dollars more in improving Ger-
rard-street between Pape and Greenwood
gvenues and by co-operating with York
Township Council to secure the exten-
ston of the street to the Kingston-road
