Ryckman
of the Kootenay Agency, & copy of whiech I
encloge. :

You will note that Mr. Letcher has
promiged to write the Agent giving his quotation
within the next few days.

I am instrueting Mr. Ryckman to
forward the quotations direct to you.

: You will also note that he asks
whether the Department would be agreeable to
sell & eertain =mount of standing lumber still
remaining on the Reserve, especially the North
east corner.

1 should recommend that the permission
be granted to do this having in view the fact
that the Indians lost out over the last lease with
‘Mr. Nolan and thst they are trying to clear up
what remains.
