St. Catharines, Ont., Dec. 10—That
German troops turned their own guns
on a disabled Teuton airship and killed
men in it in order to .destroy camera
and other information as the airship was
falling towards Canadian lines is told by
a staff non-commissioned officer of the
second Canadian contingent in a letter
to his parents here. The aircraft had
been bested by British airmen several
thousand feet above earth.
