French Dinner—Bouillon de pot
au feu.
Beeuf au grau sel,
Salade aux fines herbs. Fromage.

TODAY'S RECIPES,

Buy two pounds of very lean beef
of the cheapest cut and one peund of
beef hones. Ask the butcher to chep
the bones a little with his cleaver. Take
a kettle with a close fitting cover,
pour in four quarts of water and sglt
to taste and then add the meat and
bones, being careful that they are en-
tirely covered with the liquid. Raige
the temperature very slowly and re-
move the scum that rises to the sur-
face if you wish your sour to be clear.
When the kettle’s contents come to a
boil add a pound each of well-scraped
carrots, turnips, leeks and a little gar-
lie. Season with black pepper, a | ay
leaf and a pinch of thyme, put on the
lid and let simmer for four hours.

When rcady to serve take out the
meat and vegetables, drain carefully
and arrange them on a platter, putting
them where they will keep warm, The
soup should be strained carefully to
remove all morsels of bone. In each
plate put a small samp!e of each of
the vegetables and a slice of
bread and over all ﬁm’“ the soup.
Crisp French bread should be served
with - it.

Bring in the meat and vegetabje
platter, making sure it has been well
drained, With the beef and vegetables
should be served a saucer of rock salt
that has been beaten with a rolling pin
until it is the size of coarsely ground
coffee. This galt gives the meat an en-
tirely different flavor than that de-
rived from ordinary table salt,

Any green will do for the galad—
lettuce, dandelion, romain of chicory.
Pick it to pleces, wash well in run-
ning water and shake it as dry as you
can in the colander. Then put it into
a tea towel, gather the four corners
together and whirl :it at arm's length
to get rid of all the water posaible,
Put in bowl with half a dozen sprigs
of parsley and about an inch of young
onion, the two chopped fine—almost to
@ paste. Add to bowl, Take a tahle-
spoon, hold over salad bowl, put jn o
generous pinch of salt, a dust of pep-
per and half a teaspoon of German gor
French mustard. Now add enough
cider vinegar to fill the spoon and mix
spices and vinegar together with a
fork. Sprinkle on salad and fill the
spoon twice with olive ofl. Mix with
salad until every leaf is covered with
the dressing. Serve with more French
bread.
