Paris Press Agrees
With Premier That
Note Is “Ridiculous”

New Propositions Looked on as
Impossible in Many Ways—
_ Administration’ of Proposed
. Guarantees Criticized.

_ (Canadian Press Cable)

Paris, June 8.—Premier. Poincare,
upon reading the German reparation
note, is reported to have called it “ri-
diculous” and the newspapers, with
the exception of the extremist organs,
take the same attitude.

The six leading papers of Paris ap-
ply to the memorandum such epithets
as “inadmissable,” “unacceptable” and
“not needing a reply.” Le Matin says
ft is probable the Government will
treat the note “as null and void.” This
journal finds that the German com-
munication “has the appearance of a
challenge, so greatly does it fail to re-
cognize the political situation.”

Even the anti-ministerial L’Oeuvre
says the new propositions are objec-
tionable in many ways, especially the
suggestion for a moratorium of four
years in which France would receiye
nothing, not even the expense of the
Ruhr occupation.

The newspapers devote themselves
chiefly to a discussion of whether any-
thing more than a formal acknow-
ledgement of the memorandum’s re-
ceipt will be sent by France and Bel-
 gium, whether a joint allied reply will
be despatched, or whether the Allies
will discuss the question
preme council.

One point especially criticized is that
the administration of- the proposed
guarantees would be retained in Ger-
men hands; furthermore, some com-
mentators assert the memorandum
fails to explain' how a yield in paper
marks can be turned into gold.

Among his personal effects are listed
thirty-two pairs of trousers, twenty-
four coats and thirty yests.

He held bank stock in the Mer-
chants’ National Bank, Bank of De-
troit, Highland Park .State Bank and
the Grosse Pointe Savings Bank. The
bulk of the estate, however, consists of
50,000 -shares of Dodge Brothers’ In-
corporation, valued at $586.86 a share,
and totalling $29,843,350. He owned
Dodge Brothers’ Realty Company stock
worth $1,014,777.48; 1,725 shares of
Detroit Orchestra Hall. Association
stock valued at $86,250, and ten shares
of Ford Motor Company of England,
valued at $314,155.50. Victory and
Liberty bonds owned by Mr. Dodge
approximated $4,000,000.

Ottawa, June 8.—Today in the House
of Commons discussion will-be resumed
on the estimates for the C. N. R. and
other railway appropriations.
