POLAND'S GRAIN CROPS.

Expected to Harvest 95 Per Cent. of Last
Year’s Yield.

Poland’s winter grain crops, acgording
to figures just made public by the Polish
Chief Statistical Office, were in such &
condition st the.end of March that it
was estimated that the yield would be at
least ninety-five per cent. as great as last
year, when the harvest was considered
very good.

Oceasional frosts and low temperature
during April did a certain amo t of
harm to the winter crops. In tabulat+
ing the information gathered, the statis-
tical office classed the crops under five
heads, ‘according to condition; five, Tep-
resenting excellent; four, good; three,
moderate; two, fair, and one, poor. The
winter wheat crop for the whole of
Poland, under this arrangement was
found to be between fair and moderate,
or represented by the figures 2.9. Winter
rye showed a little better figure, i. e,
88. Winter barley, winter rape and
clover showed figures respectively, 2.5,
2.8, 2.4, meadows being 2.6 and pastures
2.4,

The damage to the winter grain crops
was comparatively limited, the data
gathered by the statistical office indi-
cating that not more than 2.5 per cent,
of the area sown to winter wheat was
damaged and had to be plowed - again.
The winter rye crop was damaged to
the extent of only 0.9; winter barley,
8.7; winter rape, 13.2. The damage to
clover was more serious, 17.9 of the area
sown to clover having to be replowed.

NEW LAWS PROTECT EYES.

Biindness Among Children and Babies
Decreasing, Report Shows.

New York, June 15—The enactment
of State laws relating to the prevention
!of blindness among babies and children
is having a most beneficial effect, the Na- |
tional Committee for the Prevention of |
Blindness report in predicting that the |
day of blind babies is passing and that |
the most prolific cause of this blindness,
ophthalmia neonatorum, will be a for- !
fotten disease. The summary of these |
