HUGE CYDER TANK BURSTS.

Eleven thousand gallons of the famous
“FEvangeline” apple cyder have been
lost through the bursting of one of the
25,000 gallon tanks in the factory of the
Annapolis Valley Cyder Co., Ltd, at
Bridgetown (N. S.) This tank, full to
the brim with the juice of the apple and
weighing about 150 tons suddenly broke
a plank in the bottom and a river of
cyder flowed freely. Pumps with a ca-
pacity of 2,000 gallons per hour were
immediately manned but only a small
portion could be saved.
