The commission is to be the pilotage au­
thority, its powers will be broad. The 
commission may acquire, expropriate, lease 
and dispose of lands deemed necessary for 
development, improvement, maintenance 
and protection of the harbor; may acquire 
moveable property, plant, vessels, machin­
ery, etc. It can acquire property for wet 
or dry docks, Warehouses, elevators and 
railways in connection with the harbor, 
and all tidal lands within the harbor lim­
its shall be under its jurisdiction.

Further, the commission may construct 
and operate tracks and harbor lines and 
may make agreements with railroads, af­
fording all companies whose lines reach the 
harbor equal facilities for traffic. Laws 
governing the harbor not contrary to laws 
existing or the jurisdiction of the corpora­
tion, may be enacted, fairways, special an­
chorages, etc., regulated and the naviga­
tion of the harbor will be generally man­
aged by the commission.

‘ter will be appointed by the commission.
Rates will be levied at discretion upon 

all goods landed or shipped in the harbor, 
moved by rail, on the harbor tracks, ex­
cepting military supplies. Powers will be 
given the commission to borrow such mon- 

necessary to carry on its work, 
and debentures may, be issued to cover 
such loans. The governor-in-council may 
advance funds necessary to complete the 
harbor works. Salvage disputes will be 
heard by the commission and all wreckage 
or flotsam dealt with. Upon certain con­
ditions the commission may seize vessels 
or goods, the detention "being effected upon 
order of any judge or magistrate having 
power of two justices of the peace. Judicial 
powers will be given the commissioners to 

infringements of the Canada Ship­
ping Act within the harbor limits. The 
government may waive duties on all mer­
chandise required for the port commission 
work.

Then as minister of war he contributed 
vastly to the reorganization of the Ser­
vian army.

The inquiry into the -death of Peter 
Gleason," at Milford, was concluded by 
Coroner Quinton in FairviÜe last night. 
The coroner informed the jury, as did G. 
Earle Logan", acting for the crown, that 
Belle Mallett could not be held criminally 
responsible for the death of Gleason. Cor­
oner Quinton further said that death was 
due to the fact that no physician had been 
sent for. He said that the Mallets, in his 
mind, were not desirable residents, and 
that it would be to the welfare of the com­
munity if their home was closed. The jury 
returned a verdict along these lines' and 

r in addition, that Gleason came to bis death 
by alcoholic poisoning.

The inquest into the death of Harry Mc­
Kenzie, fatally hurt on the Courtenay Bay 
improvements, was begun by Coroner Ber­
ryman last night. Kenneth Mackenzie, 
outside superintendent of the works testi­
fied to the character and duties of the de­
ceased- Herbert McNeill, a workman, told 
of seeing McKenzie after he had been 
struck with a great piece of rock. Vin­
cent McNeill told of helping to convey the 
injured man to the hospital: Dr. D. C. 
Malcolm, superintendent of the General 
Public Hospital, told of the injuries. Both 
legs had been1 broken. William Stewart, 
superintendent of the works, said he in­
spected the work three and four times a 
day. He had not seen the accident. The 
hearing was adjourned uiftil next Mon­
day evening at 7.30 o’clock.
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
