JAM ICE CREAM.

Make a pint custard in the usual way,
using the yolks of three eggs to each pint
of milk. Dissolve four tablespoonfuls of
jam, pass it through a sieve if it con-
tains pips or fruit-skine, stir into the cus-
tard, sweeten with syrup {o taste, and
add a little coloring if necessary. When
perfectly cold stir in two tablespoonfuls
of whipped cream, and freeze.

LEMON WATER ICE.

Peel three lemons and an orange as
thinly as possible. Put the rinds in a
basin. Bring three-quarters of a pint of
syrup to the boil, and pour it over the
rinds. Leave until cold. Stir in the
strained juice of the fruit, strain again,
and freeze.

SALMON ILOAF

Roll 3 soda crackers. Mix with 2 eggs,
well beaten, a small piece of butter and a
can of salmon from which liquor has been
drained. Add sweet milk to make a stiff
mixture, form into a loaf and steam. Take
liquor turned from can and thicken with
flour, add I cup of milk or cream &nd
cook till thickened. When salmon has cool-
ed one-half hour turn gravy over it and
serve hot.

BRIDE SUES HUSBAND
FOR WEDDING GIFTS

Mrs. Dale, Who Married Broker
a Year Ago, Says He Forcibly
Took Them From Her

New York, Sept. 9—Mrs. Lillian Pat-
terson Dale, who became the bride of F'ran-
cis Colgate Dale,”a real estate broker, at
No. 43 Exchange place, a little more than
a year ago, has filed in the Supreme Court
a suit against her husband to recover $5,-
000 worth of jewels.which she claims he
gave to her as a wedding present aud re-
cently took away from her.

Mrs, Dale is- the daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. Frank Newhall Patterson, .of No. 51
West Fiftieth street. On January. 1,
1909, she was married to Mr. Dale in the
ballroom of the Hotel Astor. Her orna-
ments at that time were a necklace of
diamonds and pearls given to her by the
bridegroom, and a brooch of.the szme
gems, with a large topaz in the centre.
Immediately after the wedding the Dales
sailed for Europe on their honeymoon.

Mrs. Dale charges, in her complaint,
that prior to July 16, and July 29, last,
the two days on which she alleges her
husband took possession of her gems, she
was the owner of the following jewels:

One topaz brooch, ornamented with
diamonds and pearls.

One pair solid gold cuff links.

One cameo stud, woman’s head.

One pair dagger pins, set with diamonds,
sapphires and rubies.

Asks $5,000 Damages, Too

On the two days mentioned, Mrs. Dale
asserts, her husband ‘‘wrongfully and forci-
bly took the jewelry from the plaintiff’s
possession.” She demands judgment for
the possession of these jewels, “‘or $5,000
in case ‘the possession thereof cannot be
given plaintiff, and the sum of $5,000
damages in addition thereto.” Mr. Dale
has retained Attorney Frank E. Vander-
veer, of No. 49 Wall street, to defend the
action for him, but neither the atiorney
nor his client cauld be located last night.

At Dr. Patterson’s home, where Mrs.
Dale is stopping temporarily, it was said
by her brother that Mr. Dale's present
address is unknown.

“You see he has been forbidden to
come in the house here, and there may
be something sensational later on,” he
explained.

“Has there been any kind of a legal ac-

tion started except the one for the re-
covery of the jewelry,” he was asked, and
replied in the negative,
_ ""The suit for the jewelry came about
in this way,” he continued. *“Mr. Dale
gave my . sister abour $10,000, worth of
jewelry for her wedding presenis. Some
of this was jewelry he had received from
his mother, and my sister has placed it
for safe keeping in a deposit box in the
Night and Day Bank.

“Mr. ‘Dale got a key to the safe de-
posit box, unknown to Mrs. Dale, and
removed the jewelry. She wants 8t back
or $5,000 for damages. That's all [ care
to say now.”

“Only two days,” replied young Patter-
son. ‘‘They have been staying at var-
ious hotels during the vacation period.”

Mrs. Dale is only daughter of Dr. and
Mrs. Patterson. She cast superstition to
the winds at the time of the wedding,
choosing Friday as the day for the cere-
mony and changing the day from Janu-
ary 20 to New Year's Day. At the time
of the wedding it was announced _that
Mr. and Mrs. Dale intended to spend two
years in Kurope before returning to New
York.

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THE WORK OF THE LATE}
WILLIAM HOLMAN HUNT

William Holman-Hunt, O.M. D.C.L.,

whose death was announced in the Times
on Wednesday, was one of the three foun-
ders of the pre-Raphaelite movement which
left a profound permanent impression upon
British art. He was known throughout
the British Empire, and indeed every-
where where religious art is honored, by
his great symbolical paintings of Christ-
ian faith, and particularly by “The Light
of the World,” the original of which is
at Keble College, Oxford, and a life-size
replica of which by the artist was sent
on tour throughout the British Dominions
some five years ago before being placed
in St. Paul’s Cathedral, London. This
replica was exhibited for many weeks
at the Art Gallery in Montreal and. at-
tracted great crowds. Probably no work
of ‘'modern art has been more extensively
reproduced, and copies of it in the form
of stained windows may be found in al-
most every city, there being one in a
church in Montreal.

Holman-Hunt was born in London in
1827. He was extremely precocious and
exhibited his first picture in the Royal
Academy at the age of nineteen. He fra-
ternized with Milais and Dante Gabriel
Rossetii, and the three constituted the
chief members of the famous Pre-Rap-
haelite Brotherhood, whose bitter attacks
on the scholastic methods of painting then
in vogue, together with their intensely
faithful reproduction of detail and their
use of symbolical accessories in the man-
ner of the early Italian painters at once
stirred up bitter controversy.

The acedemy refused to have anything to
do with the work of the painters who
added to their signatures the mystic in-
itials “P. R. B.” and young Hupt’s first
great symbolic picture, “The Hireling
Shepherd,” was shown at Manchester in
1853. “The Light of the World,” followed
a year later, and its intense spiritual feel-
ing was not long in being recognized. “The
Finding of Christ in the Temple,” “Isa-
bella and the Pot of Basil,” and the fam-
ous Shadow of Death,” in which the figure
of Christ with outstretched arms in the
carpenter’s shop, cast the clear outline
of a cross upon the wall, made the painter
famous and fairly wealthy. Most of his
works are now in public galleries in Eng-
land. His Pre-Raphaelitism and the Pre-
Raphaelite  Brotherhood,” published in
1905, is the best inside account of the his-
tory of this amazing artistic movement.
