BOARD OF TRADE.

Important Business Discussed Yeaters
day Aftermoon—The Board Tells
What is Needed.

Before the meeting of the Board of

Trale yesterday a number of letters

were read, one being from Hon. Senator

Wark, who asked that the board support

him -in the scheme of having mail

steamers make alternate trips to St

John and Halifax, A letter from E. G.

Nelson, the hon. secretary of the Im-

perial Federation league, calling atten-

tion to the measure about to be consider-
ed by the imperial parliament, having
in view the adoption of a uniform rate of
letter postage of one penny throughout
the British empire. Mr. Nelson pointed
out that the question had been discassed
and approved by boards of trade in Tor-
onto and other cities in the Dominion.

Mr. W. S. Fisher, seconded by Mr.
Estey, moved the following :—

“Whereas, Theattention of this board
has been called to the fact that a propos-
al is to be laid before the British govern-
ment to secure a uniform rate of letter
postage of one penny throughout the
empire, therefore

«Resolved, That this board desires to
urge upon the government the import-
ance of taking immediate steps to secure
the establishment of a two-cent letter
postage for the whole empire,and further
that a copy of this resolution be forward-
ed to the minister of finance at Ottawa.”

Messrs. D. J. Maclaughlin,Hurd Peters
and E. 8. Carter were elected members
of the board.

A motion of Mr. C. A, Everett to the

council’s action in reference tothe freight
rates and recommend the council’s con-
tinued attention to the matter, after con-
siderable discussion ~was adopted.

On motion of Mr. Jas. F. Robertson it
was decided to inform the minister of
railways of the board's views.

The question of transportation over the
N. B. R. was referred to the freight and
transportation committee who will here-
after watch ters in this ti

With regard to steamship subsidies Mr.
Jas F. Robertson pointed out the ne-
cessity of united action in the city's in-
terests. There could be but one opinion
in reference to the subsidy of $2,000 now
granted the Hiawatha, and the subsidy
of $1,000 for the Yarmouth route. The
merchants of the city had made arrange-
ments for extending their trade to the
Basin of Minas ports to which places
steamers are now flying. A small sub-
sidy had been received from the gov-
ernment to assist the service, and this
year there was talk of its withdrawal.

The subsidy granted was a small mat-
ter, and it was a small favor to request
its continuance. He moved :

That a strong expression of the feelings
of this board be conveyéd to the provin-
cial legislatnre in favor of a continuance
of the subsidy for the steamer service
between St. John and the Basin of Minas
and Maitland and between St. John and
Yarmouth.

Mr. W. H. Thorne said that a petition
might be backed by a delegation.

_The motion was carried and the ap-
pointment of delegates referred to the
subsidies committee.

The harbor line question and the pro-
posed Long wharf extension were next
discussed. Mr. R. Cruikshank said the
harbor committee had fully considered
the matter and were opposed to the bill.
Mr. Perley had spoken strongly against
any such extension. Both the harbor
master and director of public works were
opposed to it. It would injure the har-
bor. The proposed exiension would
bring the wharf down almost to North
wharf and practically close a number of
slips. He moved that the board petition
the legislature not to authorize the con-
struction of any wharfbeyond the present
barbor line.

C. A. Fverett seconded the resolution,
which was adopted.

During its six months engagement
with the Rev. Jarvis Ring as city mis-
sionary, a room in the vicinity of the
Marsh Bridge was procured, where he
labored and where a Sunday school was
formed. After running a shorttimea
meeting was held March 10th, 1857, and
a committee,consisting of James E. Mas-
ters, John Fisher, E. J. Barteaux, George
D. Godsoe, 8. Kinsman and Thos. Hicks
was appointed to arrange for securing
ground and erecting a building in the
same neighborhood. Tenders were
asked for, and at a meeting, April 14th,
the tender of 8. Skinner and Cornelius
Vaughan was accepted at £247 10s.

The building lately abandoned s &
mission hall was erected and on the 15th
day of September, same year, was dedi-
cated for public worship. At the close
of the Rev. Jarvis Ring’s engagement,the
Rev. E. B. DeMill was engaged and sup~
ported by the society till it was deemed
necessary by some to organize & church.
On March 29, 1858, was formed what was
known as the Marsh Bridge Church.

The pastor’s salary was met by the
members, with the exception of £30
pledged by the society. After a time the
interest in ship building, which was the
chief employment of the men in that vic-
inity, having failed, caused a falling off in

employment elsewhere. A large number
of those remaining whose homes were in
the city proper decided to move their
church interest nearer, and the Leinster
street church which was destroyed by
fire in 1877 was the building erected.

At this time, feeling that they no long-
er needed their assistance, the Society
turned its attention to foreign work and
supported a native preacher on the Rev.
Arthur Crawley’s field at Henthada, Bur-
mah.

We cannot find when this society drop-
ped out of existence nor how many years
intervened between its organization
and the next in October, 1873, known ag
the Missionary Band of Cheerful Givers,
which owed its origin to the interest
excited by a visit from Miss Minnie De
Wolfe, a returned missionary from India.

The officers were James Estey, (presi-
dent,) Annie Everett, (secretary,) Emma
Hartt, (treasurer,) Alice Estey, (organist.)

church at Beaver Harbor.

This band was divided in August 1889,
into two divisions, senior and junior, and
juvenile; they continue tosupport Chinua
David and have taken an interest in
Gran Ligne as well. Hearing of their
late loss by - fire, the senior division of
this mission band forwarded them a
Lox of bedding, the receipt of which has
been gratefully acknowledged.
