labor department show that the num­
ber of trade disputes during May was 
49, an increase of 12 ovêr correspond­
ing month of 1906. Theÿ loss k work­
ing days was approximately S.130 as 
compared with 46,675 in ^May last year. 
The increase is largely due to the strike 
of the coal miners in the West and 
longshoremen in Montreal. There were 
about 411 firms and 11,697 employees af­
fected by the various disputes.

There was a marked upward tendency 
in wages in nearly all lines of Indus­
try during the month. The number of 
new agreements with respect to wages 
reported to the department was con­
siderably in excess eft that reported 
during the corresponding period in any 
previous year since 1963. Nearly all 
the new agreements. wèreVm the basis 
of higher wage schedules. In the ma­
jority of cases this increase was ob­
tained as a result of amicable nego­
tiations and without friction between 
employer and employees.

During May there were 287 work peo­
ple Injured In industrial accidents. Of 
these, 91 were fatal and 196 resulted In 
serious injuries.

Railway accidents were responsible 
for 20 fatalities and 30 persons injured.

Quebec, June 27.—It is said that the

The psychology <■'* crime is a sub­
ject upon which Mr. Archibald 
speak with the authority attending 
upon long study and experience. ‘‘It 
is a well known fact among those who 
have to do with the unfortunates of 
the world,” he said, “that criminals, 
for the most part, ar^f made and not 
born. The recognition of this fact has 
led to prison reform of a sweeping na­
ture in many countries and the pen­
alty of the wrong-doer is now, not 
that he must be punished and nothing 
else, but that he must be taught, edu­
cated is a better word, to realize that 
his crime is an offence against himself 
as well as society in general, and that 
the leading of an honorable life is at­
tended with more personal happiness 
than indulgence in criminal excesses of 
any nature. In our prisons throughout 
Canada we have electric lights in the 
cells, comfortable living conditions and 
an industrial plant. When a man Is 
incarcerated in a Dominion prison he is 
set to work at a trade, due discretion 
being used by the officials to see that 
this trade is as suitable as possible, 
and is given an opportunity to earn 
money to set him on his feet at the 
end of his term. In addition he is al­
lowed to work off a certain amount of 
his time by good conduct. Under the 

systém a man, when he was dls- 
çharged, went out into the world on 

e ticket-of-leave, bound to report ever 
so often to the police and liable to re- 
incarceration if he failed in this duty.
This was as far as the supervision of 
the government went, it was not con­
cerned with his social, moral or In­
tellectual progress, and consequently, 
these men, turned loose with only a 
suit of clothes and a bad reputation 
as capital, very frequently came back 
to the prisons and became hardened 
criminals. Under the present system 
these men are not required to report 
after being discharged. They are al­
lowed out on parole certain that they 
will have no more to do with the prison 
so long as they keep in the narrow 
path. Moreover the supervision of the 
government goes further and the men 
are placed in employment and recom­
mended to the care of various religious 
bodies. As I previously stated this sys­
tem has worked wonderfully. Canada 
is the first country to make a state 
appointment of a parole officer arid to 
our country belongs the honor of being 
the first to adopt really most up-to- 
date methods of dealing with the crim­
inal. I think that a splendid move is 
being made by the provincial govern­
ments in making laws for the regula­
tion of youthful delinquents. At the 
same time I believe that the provinces 
should appoint one or two qualified men 
to do the work in the provinces that I 
am doing for the government and to 
make a life-study of the child ques­
tion. If we can destroy the danger­
ous theory of heredity being all-pow­
erful and teach that environment is the 
thing that makes or breakes the man, 
and. greatest of all, if we can remove 
fhe blind prejudice of society against 
the unfortunate, we can solve the crim­
inal question.

P. B. MacNamara, Canadian commer­
cial agents at Manchester, in a late re­
port to the department puts at rest to 
a large extent, the anxiety which was 
felt in some quarters that British Co­
lumbia canned salmon was being in­
jured by Alaska brands being repre­
sented as the B. C. product. Mr.. Mac­
Namara says in his letter:

“I have heretofore presented the 
opinions of those merchants interested 
In British Columbia canned salmon, 
who viewed with alarm fhe substitution 
salmon. I now give the opinion of a 
large Liverpool firm engaged in the 
trade, controverting to some extent the 
danger intimated as arising from the 
substitution.

“Concerning the supposed sale of 
canned salmon of Alaska under the 
guise of being British Columbia pro­
duction, we think the Canadian pro­
ducers and the Canadian government 
need not fear if any such selling did 
occur. At the present time we should 
think no house would attempt such 
misrepresentation. We do not our­
selves know of a single instance where 
Alaska sâlmon is being represented as 
Canadian. The consumers and grocers 
are too familiar with the fine, oily, ten­
der and delicious Canadain Sockeye 
salmon to mistake It for the harder 
And less rich Alaska, and as all canned 
salmon is retailed in this country sub­
ject practically to buyer’s approbation 
on opqping the ca.fi, you will easily 
thus see that Alaska salmon cannot 
prevail against Canadian Sockeye. With 
regard to labels, trie consumers in this 
country years ago were used to Amer­
ican and Canadian labels, but with de** 
velopmerit of the packing, the brands 
and names became so numerous as to 
lose identity, and consequently their 
significance in consumers’ eyes as a 
guarantee. The consumers, therefore, 
gradually turned In preference to the 
brands and labels affixed by the houses 
in the canned salmon trade in England, 
who have built up the distributive con­
nection for Canadian Sockeye salmon, 
displacing thereby the Chinook salmon 
of the Columbia river of twenty years 
ago. The English house had the advan-. 
tage of a later inspection of the goods 
upon arrival here afret the long sea 
voyage (3% to 4% months) which en­
sured closer and later scrutiny of con­
dition and quality than if the goods 
were examined and labelled in the fac­
tories before shipment. The labels also 
keep brighter by not being affixed till 
about to be used. The most important 
point amongst several, however, Is the 
confidence which the consumer and 
tailer have in buying brands and goods 
of and belonging to responsible houses 
who are their own neighbors and read­
ily accessible for responsibility, which 
of course can not be the case if other­
wise labeled. The British Columbia 
salmon packers, from experience, are 
quite conscious of this, and they evi­
dently have Impressed the Canadian 
government accordingly to not inter­
fere with exported salmon by the new 
Act. ‘The inspection of salmon factor­
ies has been taken up by the packers 
willingly, which will meet withr 
sumers* approval in this country as a 
counter to the exaggerations of the yel­
low press of any nation whatever.”
