£60,000 from the Paris Bank; in this
¢ity, on Monday last, which har been
the semsation of fhe week, took a dra-
mnatie turn to-day, when the ehairman of
the bank announced at a nreeting -of
shareholders that £40,000 in the biggest
notes had been returned to the bank by
post. The robbery was apparently a
most daring crime. The thief is supposed
to have walked Tbehind the eounter,
where there were over one Thundred
derks at work, to have opened a drawer,
taken a pareel of notes and watked omt
of the bank undetected. American thieves
are suspected of having been comecerned |
in the theft of the motes, as it is said
several Americans were noticed loiter-
ing recently about the premises. The
palice are utterly helpless. The echair-
man of the bank also announced that the
Rank of England had promised to pay
£47.000, £40,000 of which had been re-
turned. The remainder of the momey
was in small notes, which could be easily
passed and might therefore be consider-
1 lost. ‘The shareholders greeted this
mexpected announcement with enthu-
~lasm, especialiy as it was acceompanied
'y a declaration of a dividend of nine-
teen per cent.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 24.—Two, K Moscow |
engineers, Oldendorf and Tokarioff, sup-
posed to have perished while exploring
the Polar coasts, have returned to Mos-
cow.
