j the position of England, he went on : Eng­
land is unquestionably over-peopled. No 
remedy is proposed to remove the real 
cause of distress. The Times the other 
day recommended young men to go to the 
colonies for a profitable return for tlieir 
labor. The Times has considerable truth 
in its statement, and I believe it embodies 
the thought in the minds of many men in 
England at this moment, that largely in 
emigration the remedy is to 1ю found. If 
so, is it hot a peculiarly fortunate circum­
stance that England owns
THE GREATEST COLONY WITHIN FOURTEEN 

DAYS SAIL
and a country whose greatest want is men? 
The circumstances*are exceedingly propi­
tious. and it is worth while to consider 
whether the interests of the colony and of 
the Mother Country may not be found one 
and the same. I have bepn told that owing 

-to the change of Government I had better 
go home. ^Laughter.) That is simply out 
of the question. It is true we believed we 
possessed the sympathy of the late Govern­
ment, but am I to suppose that a new Gov­
ernment has been elected distinctly for the 
purpose of ameliorating the condition of 
the poorer classes in England, it will 
shrink from what would be to the true in­
terest of the colony I represent ? I believe 
most thoroughly the gentlemen who now 
hold office in England will be found as

TRUE TO THE INTERESTS OF THE EMPIRE
as their predecessors. (Cheers.) I have 
been asked what Canada wants. She 
wants men. She does not want money, 
but men who make money. England, in 
emigration, is exporting the most valuable 
property she possesses. We offer excep­
tional advantages in opening up the great 
interior of British North America. We 
offer exceptional advantages to the cap. 
italist as well as to the tenant farmer. 
But to millions of Englishmen the position 
Canada at present offers is the greatest at­
traction in that direction. They will find 
relief from the misery with which they are 
threatened. We desire that this great 
country, for which we devoted our re­
sources, for which we taxed ourselves, 
should come to their assistance by providing 
us with men and labor. It must be re­
membered that if they come to Canada 
they will still be subject to the Queen, not 
a slight advantage by any means. I regret 
that the statesmen of both parties in Eng­
land,
NEVER RECOGNIZED TIIEIR RESPONSIBILITY 

IN REFERENCE TO EMIGRATION.
They have always regarded it as their 
duty to see that emigrants were put on 
good ships, carrying good medical officers, 
but as to what became of them afterwards 
they have given little attention. What 
are the consequences ? Why, that is fif­
teen years ago, of the two million people 
who left Britain and. Ireland and have 
gone to America, only 250,000 have settled 
in Canada. This state of things is not at 
all consistent with the interests of Eng­
land. If you look at\he trade returns 
you will find that every one of those who 
settle in Canada is worth five who settle 
in the States. I have been asked what 
particular object is to be gained in having 
an official ' like myself here. My mission 
is to alter that policy, to alter the feeling 
which permits a British subject to leave 
this country and „wander west, north and 
south. My business is t# show that Cana­
da offers special advantages to British emi­
grants. I desire that my influence may 
be such that we may secure as subjects of 
the Queen, those who from rifecessity or 
choice seek for a home across th£ Atlantic.
I cannot help referring to thujas

A PROBLEM WORTHY OF ^MlSl DERATION 
AND SOLUTION

by British statesmen. England spent in 
one hundred and fifty years countless 
thousands of lives and not less millions of 
money, fn creating the greatest colonial 
empire tlm world ever saw. With a degree 
of wisdoniNand sagacity never surpassed 
they have provided constitutional govern­
ment in th£ different sections of the great 
empire. They raised self-government 
communities m Canada, in Australia, in 
New Zealand and at the Cape of Good 
Hope. Vet, strange to say, having com­
pleted their work to the point that it ap­
parently ceases to be a burden to the coun­
try, the inventive genius of British states­
men fails. They say, “Let them go.’’ 
Is not that a reproach ? To conclude in 
one word : Let it be remembererd that the 
whole world never can again offer an oppor­
tunity of creating such an Empire as owns 
jfhe sway of Queen Victoria to-day. If we 
hllow the present moment to pass, if the 
colonies flit away from the Mother Coun­
try, never again by any possibility can the 
the present position come back where you 
are to-day. I trust that the able men who 
rule England, their sagacity and their abili­
ties, will be employed in endeavouring to 
see whether the interests of this country, 
not by itself, but as a part of the British 
Empire, cannot be better served by bring­
ing about a closer union of the colonics 
with the Mother Country than by looking 
upon it in a selfish interest^ be it of Canada 
or of England.

DOCK STREET, - - ST JOHN.NEW STORE. On Wednesday, 2nd inst.,-the Canada 
Club of London, Eng., entertained Sir 
A. T. Gal1 who, in response to the toast, 
“the prosperity of the Dominion, ” made 
his first public speech in England, since 
his appointment. The part of his speech 
which was of most importance1 was the ’ 
following :—

Our people, in proving their progress and 
resources, increased our debt something 
like twelve millions. It is also true we

HAVE INCREASED OUR REVENUE
to very nearly £5,000,000 sterling. The 
money has been spent, not in wars, not in 
wasting ouf resources in desolating other 
countries—but in extending the blessings 
of peace and civilization. Four million 
pounds were spent on the Intercolonial 
Railway, which as a commercial specula­
tion would not perhaps commend itself to 
the city of London, but to the political im­
portance of which no statesman would re­
fuse to agree. Not merely has it helped 
to consolidate the provinces, but it has 
given us in future negotiations with the 
States,a commercial independence we did 
not possess when the Washington treaty 
was made. Maybe we did not carry on ou? 
trade as advantageously as the Stater- 
May be it might cost us more, but the fact 
remains that we

HAVE ACCESS NOW TO THE OCEAN
during both winter and summer, and that 
we shall in any future negotiation be able 
to receive a quid pro quo for all we grant. 
We have also spent §300,000 in canals, 
by means of which we expect next year 
that vessels* of 3,000 tons will be able to 
run between Chicago, Lake Superior and 
the sea coast, an immense advantage not 
only to us, but to you also. We have 
spent about $5,000,000 in connection with 
thez North-Western territory and the 
Pacific Railway, in opening up a great 
tract of country. Only the other day I 
saw in the newspapers statements that 
the policy of England had been ruinous in 
giving up control of the Crown Lands in 
the colonies. I wonder what the support­
ers of the policy of England would have 
said if they had been told twelve years 
ago that in order to opeq up the North- 
West, $5,000,000 were necessary. Why 
the country would have remained unde­
veloped to this hour. Only by leaving 
the matter toCanada this territory has been 
taken out of the hands of the Hudson’s 
Bay Company and civilization introduced 
into its interior. In consequence of this 
policy I am able to tell you now that we 
have a ^boundless extent of fertile country 
open for surplus industry from England, 
that we
