Rumor that Tax of Fifteen Per

Mexico City, Oct. 31.—The govern-
ment today encountered some diffi-
oulty in meeting its payrolis for the
ten days ending today. In some of
the departments only partial pay-
ments were made, with the promise
to the men that the balance would
be forthcoming tomorrow. In other
departments payment had to be en-
tirely deferred. Later, however, the
government secured funds and to-
night began giving the men in all
departments their money. The pay-
masters had instructions to continue
at work all through the night, if ne-
cessary.

Rumors of the inability of the ad.
minigtration to meet its financial
engagements spread over the city, to-
gether with another persistently cir-
culated rumor that President Huerta
proposed to levy a tax of fifteen per
cent on all bank deposits. The latter
report spread to such an extent that
many persons withdrew their funds
from various banks, Apparently there
was no basis for the report. Several
leading bankers said they knew noth-
ing further of it than the talk that
wag going on in the street and the
fact that ‘théy had been required to
answer dozens of telephone inquiries
made by anxious depositors.

The withdrawals did not reach ihe
gmporﬂon of runs on the banks, but
ankers feared that this might be the
yesult should the excitement continue
to grow. The manager of one of the

There is a distinctly high tension
of expectancy here, and on all sides
the belief is freely expressed, both by
Mexicans and foreigners, that the ad-
ministration is facing a financial crisis
It is said that the banks and business
house have been reluctant to pay up
for shares in the 8,000,000 pesos loan
for which they recently subscribed.

Saves Mgxicans.

New York, Oct. 31.—The steamer
that arrived tonight from Vera Cruz
with Mrs. John Lind, wife of Presi-
dent Wilson's special envoy, brought
also Mexican legislators who owe
their liberty, if not their lives, to her
quick wit .and generosity. To save
the two Mexicans from arrest at Vera
Cruz, Mrs, Lind hid them in her state-
yoom and sat up all night on deck un-
til the boat left port and the officers
of the Huerta government had gone
ashore.

A week ago the cables brought
word that the Ward liner, Morro
Castle, had been detained at Vera
Cruz, while Huerta's agents searched
for eight rebellious members of the
legislature of the state of Vera Cruz.
Until the Morro Castle arrived here
tonight only those aboard knew that
two of the eight “deputies” had es-
caped arrest.

Those men, Adolfo Dominguez, and
Miguel A, Cordera, say they will stay
in New York until Mexico becomes
a safer home for the opponents of
Huerta.

Mrs. Lind said that her husband, the
special envoy, had expected to come
home after the Mexican election. Now
she didn’t know when he would come.

| MEXICAN SITUATION
SUBJECT OF COMMENT

{Should Protect British Interests
Instead of Assisting Big
Financial Men — Another
Paper Attacks U. S.

London, Nov. 1.—In an editorial to-
day the Nation, following an outline of
recent Mexican history, sharply eriti-
cized the policy of Great Britain in
Mexico. After assenting to the propo-
sitions that Great Britain cannot in-
tervene in the affairs of a halfcivilized
nation because its morals are bad and
its politics il-lberal, and that the
first concern of British diplomacy is
with British interests, the editorial
says:

“Our complaint is not that British
diplomacy has declined to intervene
against President Huerta. 1t is rather
that in a peculiarly synical way it
hag given him countenance and at a
moment when the United States was
using its influence to restore some
approach to constitutional rule. If all
the world had recognized Huerta as a
matter of routine, our action ‘would
have had little significance; but it
was taken at a dramatic moment when
it could be interpreted only as a re-
buff and a counterpoise to the efforts
of President Wilson. The term “Brit-
ish interests” in this connection re-
quires some definition. Cheap labor,
for one thing, is not a British inter-
est.”

After stating that Lord Cowdray
and other British capitalists are
friendly to Huerta as they were friend-
ly to President Diaz, and expressing
the belief that American oil interests
are behind the Mexican constitution-
alists, the article declares that even
in the narrowest views of British in-
terests the success of a revolution
which aims at turning serfs into free
wage earners may, in the end, do more
to benefit British trade than all the
favors a dictator might shower on a
few concessionaries.

Scores Foreign Office.

The editorfal concludes with a de-
nunciation of the policy of the Bri
tish foreign office as not being in ac-
cord with Liberal principles. It says
this leaves Great Britain standing
alone among the Liberal powers, and
exposes the country to suspicion at a
moment when the government more
than ever deserves British good will.

The Outlook declares that President
Wilson's Mobile speech means a poli
ey of “idealistic grab,” by which all
Oil\er nations except the United States
will be shut out of the trade of the
western hemisphere,

“Spain from 1600 to 1800," the Out-
look says, “forbade all other nations
to trade with South America, which
was strictly reserved to the commer-
cial enterprises of Spaniards alone.
In the year 1913, President Wilson
wants to impose a practically iden-
tical yvoke of domination on the com-
mpr('i'al relations of the great inde-
pendent communities, which have
grown up between the Rio Grande
and the Antarctic extremity of the
continent. The further assurance
that the effect of the opening of |_ho
Panama' Canal would be to abolish
foreign concession hunters 2
of the investments of the United
States, completes the exposition of
this astounding scheme for the bare-
faced appropriation of the hemi-
sphere. It is barefaced, indeed, but
wildly absurd.
