pile the Abitibi Pulp and Paper Com­
pany, jp the recent Northern Ontario 
fire, lost something over 30,000 cords 
stored for the winter; they were also 
abort of wood and had been figuring 
on taking out a little more wood by 
summer logging to make up their sup­
ply for the coming winter. This loss 
placed them In a very critical po­
sition, but «Mr. Hennessey, their wotgls 
manager, Is confident of being able to 
make up this difference. He has call­
ed tor two (thousand men at $60 a 
month clear to go Into the bush and 
make wood at once, to be driven down 
and out by Fall for the winter’s opera­
tion. The ooet of wood to the com­
pany at their mill, it Is eatlmatted, in­
creased for the next twelve months by 
not less than $1.50 to $2 a cord.

Shares of eastern roads, particularly 
Reading and other coalers, as well as 
Pacific and trunk lines, were strong, 
Reading scoring ttsx best price of the 
year at 112%.

Far more significance was attached, 
however, to the movement in United 
States Steel, which roee four points 
to the new record of 103%. This was 
prior to the publication of August 
tonnage figures, which reported a very 
moderate increase over the preceding 
month.

Shipping issues also absorbed con­
siderable speculative attention, Mer­
cantile Marines coming within easy 
distance of their recent high records 
at gains of one to two pointef while 
Atlantic, Gulf and West Indies, com­
mon and preferred, made responsive 
recovery prices of 82 and 67 on their 
advances of 3% and 1% points.

Independent Industrials followed in 
the wake of Steel, gains in Republic, 
Lackawanna and Crucible Steels, 
ranging from two to almost six points. 
Copper and Zinc issues were in keen 
demand, Kennecot featuring the for­
mer group at an extreme gain of 2; 
with 2 to 5 for American Zinc, com­
mon and preferred.

Paper shares also augmented recent 
advances by 2 to 5 points. Internation­
al Paper common, Union Bag and 
Paper preferred, and American Writ­
ing Paper preferred displaying 
strength. Various Issues, of no spec­
ial class, shared' in the general ad­
vance. total sales of the two hours ag­
gregating 690,000 shares.

The noteworthy feature of the 
weekly bank statement was the de­
crease of $26,000,000 in actual re­
serves, making a total contraction of 
almost $56,000,000 for the past fort­
night.

Bonds were steady on limited deal­
ings, total sales par value, $1,180,000.

United States bonds were unchang­
ed during the week.

In the current fruit circular of the 
Department of Agriculture, Ottawa, it 
is stated that New Brunswick apples 
are reported to have been slightly 
checked In growth by the dry, hoi 
weather, but on the whole present a 
good appearance. Apple scab, how­
ever. has developed rapidly in spite 
of dry weather, and in many orchards 
McIntosh and Fameuse will yield few 
No. l’s. Scab is also appearing on 
St. Lawrence. Baxter and Northern 
Spy. Other varieties promise fair 
quality. The total crop will be about 
70 per cent, of average.
