The Demand For Iron and Steel
8till Continues — Failures Are
Fewer Than Last Year—Heavy
Shipments of Boots and Bhoes—
Wheat Shipments Large.

Naw Yorg, June 30.—R.G. Dan & Cec.’s

weekly review of trade tomorrow will
say: Failures for the second qaarter of
1899 have been 2,080 in number, sgainet
3,065 last year, with liabilities of $20,-
259,000 against $36,602,252 last year, and
for the first half of 1899 failures were
4 852, against 6,766 laet year, with liabil
ities of $48711,000, against $71,.
246583 last year. But mearly half
of the June liablities are due
to one failure, not etricty commereisl,
covering some banking concerns, & pro-
moter and = railway equipment com-
pany for $5,136,000, in essential features
& loan and trust concern. With it bank-
inﬁ failures amount to $6 436,000 for the
half year, leaving for commercial fail-
ures $42275,068 against $67,444,639 last
year. Manuofactaring were $16,900,000
for the balf year against $30,956,626 last
year.
The demand for iron and steel seems
to have no limit. Prices of pig aversge
higher than at any other time since
February 1890, snd prices of finished
products higher than since March 1891.
Billets are hardly obtainable, bar and
plate orders are refased quite largely
becamse works are overcrowded. BSheet
mills have much stronger demand at
the west, but lees at the east and struc-
tural works report 26,000 required in two
new esatern contracts, Tin is strorger
at 26 cents and copper at 18 cents for
lake, but lead is dull with hope of an
end to the Colorado atrike.

Another industry passes sll recorde.
Boot and shoe shipments from the east
are 400,813 cases, exceeding those in any
other month of any year, and the de-
mand for speecy delivery show enor-
mous distzibution in all directions. New
orbder; are large and several months
abead.

Wool sales 36,179,900 pounds, of which
29,865900 were domestic, reveal a
gpeculation scarcely less obtrusive
than in 1897, when 41,197,
000 pounds were gold in the same weeks,
against 23,768,200 in 1892, wk en the mills
were well employed. The manufacturers
are manulactaring largely without buy-
ing mach wool, and have improving de-
mandas for cl)ths. Cotton mills are doing
well in spite of the fall in cotton, as the
demand gives them enoungh fo do at cur-
rent prices, and weak spots in the trade
are defended by the azreement between
Fall River m 1's. g

Wheat receipta at the west in four
weeks have besn 21691536 bushels,
againat 4111625 last year. Beyond
question the farmersand the spsculators
and elevator owners in farming regions
believe that about 80 cents here is as
much as the cli wheat will fetch, al-
though exports have been for four weeks
8,044 838 bushels frcm Atlantic ports,
againet 35012687 last year and 2,445,759
from Pagcific ports, sgainet 1,829,709
last yeaf, It is not amrprising that with
such receipts the price has dropped 1%
cents, and corn aleo fell 2 cents with ex-
ports in four weeks 11485596 bushels,
against 12,076,703 1ast year.

Reaching down for the mile flag the
Yale coxwain swerved slightly from his
true course and directly after the mile
flag hed been passed Harvard took the
lead, which she was not to surrender
thiougboat the race. Yale, whose men
bad up to this point been rowing beaunti-
folly, indulged in a little freaky water-
manship and Harvard stole away. Dar-
ing the next half mile the crimson-
tipped oars were asweeping gracefolly
through the water at & rate and in &
styls which fairly lifted the shell from
the water and in this short stretch Hare
vard increased her lead to & full length.
