Belief That Supreme Council Will
Reconsider Objectionable Insurance
Rate Order.

(N. Y. World).

The Supreme Counci] .of the Royal Ar-
canum will in all probability be forced to
reconsider its action concerning the new
insurance rates of tne order. ‘The tide of |

protest from members seems irresistible.

All over the country a feeling against the
new rate schedule has been aroused which
the supreme regent and his associates can-
not set aside, and if the grand councils in
each state, following the demands of the
subordinate councils, convene and insist
upon the supreme council being ljemm'ened
for the purpose of recomsideration of the
new rate schedule, their demands cannot
be set aside.

The local councils are making a most
earhest and determined fight againss what
is termed an injustice to the old members
through the new rates.

Wihile it is true the older members are
doing most of the protesting, they are sup-

orted by the younger men, who take the
stand that if the old men are now deprived
of the protection they paid for for more
than twenty years, no guarantee can be
extended the young men that the same

In the west the dissatiefaction over the
action of the supreme council is loudly ex-
pressed. D. E. Cameron, of Miiwaulkee,
grand secretary of the order in Wisconsin,
has declared open war against the new
rates,

“The mew rate,” Mr. Cameron said,
“‘was ordered by the sypreme council at its
meeting held in the last days of May,
without consultation with the grand juris-
dictions of the order, and would appear to
be an arbitrary ruling from which it may
be negeseary to make a most determined
appeal. It is the gecond increase in rates
made by the order, the first having been
put in foree seven years ago. With hun-
dreds cof other older members of the order,
1 bélieve that the local eouncils and the
grand jurisdictions should have been con-
sulted in a mave of such far-reaching im-
portance as this must prove to be,

“When the first increase was made the
supreme council levied three extira assess-
ments, - raising $2,000,000. from , which to
draw an income sufficient to make up
whatever discrepaney sbould be found to
exist at any time in the fund for the pay-
ment of the death losses. I pow under-
stand that the principal of that fund has
been drawn upom to the extent of $90,000
to pay claims. 1 have seen Do statement
as to the disposition of the interest, 1
presume that reports showing the status of
the fund will be forthooming.”

The Royal Arcanum Bulletin, official or-
gan of the arder, defends the action of the
supreme council. In thg egurse of a long
statement it says an adjustment of the in-
suramce rates was necessary because the
revenye from the preseni scale of assess-
ments will not pay the mortality claims.
