Micmaax Ciry, Ind., September 27.—
Two convicts confined in the Northern
penitentinry named Frank Whiting and
Charles Havens, both from Indianapolis,
the former for ten years for burglary and
the latter fourteen years for street car
robbery, wmade a third unsuccessful
attempt to escape to-day. They were
employed in the shoe shop on the third
floor of the building. Both of them have
been bearing a ball and chain, but they
managed to file these, and at 9.30 this
morning, when a switch engine which
had been at work inside the walls started
to pull out through the north gate, the
two men suddenly broke from their work
benches, knives and hammers in hand,
and ran down stairs, reaching the yard
iust as the engine cane along. The fire-
man was alone in the cab. Whiting
Jjumped on and seizing the fireman by
the throas threw him to one side,
while he pulled the throttle wide open.
Haven- had crowded into the cab in the
meantime and the firaman jumped off.
When the engine was within ten feet of
the gate and running at a rapid rate of
speed a yguard stationed on the wall shot
Whiting through the heart, killing him
instantly. Havens clung to the engine
until well outside, when he jumped and
started for a corn field with a guard close
upon him. llavens' ankle had been
sprained in jumping, and finding himself
unable to get away, he turned fiercely
upon the guard and was shot in the head
the bullet glancing around his skull and
only slightly stunning him. He was
locked up.

ANDIAN UPRISING,

Fiendish Deads Reported from the
North &‘:II.

The following despatch from Ottawa
appears in the American papers:— .

Orrawa, Ont., Sept. 29.—Word has
been received by the department of
mounted police from Crow Creek agency,
Northwest Territory, that the Blood In-
dians from that reservation have gone
on the war path and are devastating
about there in revenge for the killing of
six of their band recently. They left
their reservation, so the report states
Monday morning after a war dance, an:
went south to Hudson, where they came
upon a small settlement of whites, some
16 in number, of whom ten were wo-
men and children. They were all killed
and scalped, the savages carrying off tha
scalps as trophies on poles. They then
continued on their way toward the Gros-
ventres settlement. Along their track
were many farm houses of settlers.
These were all laid in ashes and the in-
habitants killed and scalped

Not less than 100 whites have so far
fallen victims to the red devils’ knives.
Among those killed are two Roman
Catholic Missionaries at the Crow Feet
agency whose bodies are said to have
been terrikly mutilated. The whites at
the reservation, including the Indian
agent, have been killed.

After leaving the agency about 30
wiles toward the American border the
(‘row Feet met with 60 Grosventres and
a desperate fight ensued. The killed and
wounded on each side cannot be
estimated correcily, but it is believed
that the Crow Feet had nine killed and
30 wounded while over 50 fell belonging
to the Grosventres tribe. One hundred
and fifty ponies weie captured by the
attacking party as well as 4 large amount
of clothing and ammunition.

It is estimated by the department that
at least $25,000 worth of property belong-
ing to settlers has been burned and
otherwise destroyed, while the loss of life
cannot be accurately estimated. Two
detuchments of mounted police have
heen ordered to pat down the rising, but
it is expected that the whole force of
some 1,500 men will be necessary, as the
Rockies and Canada Sioux will joinin the
uprising. Crow Foot, the chief of the
rebellious tribe, is now on his way here
and cannot therefore be expected to use
his influence to put down the rising.
Hon. P. A. Caron, Minister of Militia,
will call out a force of at least 2,000 in-
fantry and cavalry to go to the scene of
trouble and assist the mounted police.
In the meantime until they reach the
scene hundreds of lives may be sacrificed
and any amount of property destroyed.
