servico during tho four days’ work, as well as the Gatling, under Licut. Rivers, « A"
Battery, in fighting which arm Capt. Howard, late United States army, the instruc-
tor in tho use of tho weapon, showed great gallantry and cool courage.” Capt. Poters,
-as usual, was well to the front, covering the guns with the dismounted portion of *A*
Battery. Lieut. Disbrowe, attached to “ A" Battery, whom I placed in charge of the
ammaunition, from the commencoment of the march, was particularly usefal, and
deserves great praise Major Boulton, commanding the Mounted Infantry, who is an
-excollent officer, full of resources, and who has-bcon of the greatost service to me
from the timo he joited my force, displayed his usual coolness and courage, and on_
tho 12th was of great use - on tho right, by the. way he_disposed and led his men,
