Pursuant to the Order of the Day, tho House was adjourned during pleasure, and put
into a Committoc of the Whole on the Bill intituled ; ¢ An Aect respocting malicious injuries
“ to property.”

CLAUSE A.

Whosocver by such negligence as shall show him to be reckless or wantonly regardless
of consequenoes, or in contravention of a Munioi{ml Law of the locality, scts fire to any
forost, treo, manufactured lumber, square timber, logs or floats, boom, dam or slide on the
Crown domain or land leased or lawfully held for the purpose of cutting timber, or on private
proporty, or on any Creck or River, or rollway, beach or wharf, so that tho same be injured
or destroyed is guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall be liable to imprisonment in any gaol or
placo of confinement for any time not longer than two years, with or without hard labor.

CLAUSE B.

Whon in the opinion of tho Magistrate investigating the charge under the preoeding
scotion, the comsequonces have not been serious, he may, in his disorction, dispose of the
matter summarily without sonding the offender for trial, by imposing such a fine, not exoced-
ing fifty dollars, as ho may deem right to impose; or in default of paymont by committal to
guo“lifimi) any period not exceeding six months, or until the fine be paid, and with or without
hard labor.

CLAUSE C.

Whosoever unlawfully and maliciously sets fire to any forest, tree, manufactured lumber,
uare timber, logs or floats, boom, dam or slide on the Crown domain, or land leased or law-

fully held for the purpose of cutting timber, or on private property, or on any Creek or River,
or rollway, beach, or wharf, so that the same be injured or destroyed, is guilty of felony, and
shall be liable to be imprisoncd in tho Penitentiary for any term not exceeding fourteen
yoars and not less than two ycars, or to be imprisoned in any other gaol or place of confine-
ment for any term less than two years, with or without hard labor, and with or without
solitary confinement,
