Fire today threatened the new
$800,000 physics building on the Uni-
versity of British Columbia camgpus
when flames swept through nearby
converted army huts being used asg
lecture jhalls.

Students worked side by side with
the fire department in combatiing the
flames which broke out in a house-
Lold economics lecture hut. The fire
spread to huts in the headquaters of
the campus radio soviety and destroy-
ed some equipment before students
could remove the rest undamaged.

All buildings destroyed were con-

verted army huts. Damage was estini-

ated at between $150,00 and $200.
000. Cause of the fire was undcter-
mined.

The facilities of the physics build-
ings were being used to carry on re-
search in atomic energy. Scientists
at the univessity expressed relief that
the blaze had been checked before it
had destroyed the research equipment.
