Cheques drawn in a similar

manner are constantly being sent out in payment of accounts

from other firms (many of whom have like your firm Agencies

in different parts of the country) but they apparently have

no difficulty such as you have experienced in tracking the

payment. As, however,you appear to be unable to credit

the proceeds of the cheques which you receive under the

system followed the Department will in future make an ex-

ception in your case, and write a special covering letter

with each cheque issued in favour of your firm.
