The Aberdeen-Angus breed made a good
showing, as one would expect them to do
in their native country. Here, again, a
iwo-year-old won the premiership from an
aged bull. Sir John Macpherson Grant
was showing Eris of Harviestown in the
two-year-olds, the strongest of the bull
classes, and won easily. Dr. Clement
Stephenson’s Prince of Jesters won from
the aged bulls, but took second place to
the two-year-old. The best cow was
