We hope factorymen will 
leam a lesson this season, and sell their cheese at 
the market value and not pay any attention? to the 
reports and blocking prices that some of our un­
scrupulous dealers have paid for a few factories. 
A Liverpool house, writing under date of 10th of 
October, says “ We are in an awful mess here 
with summer-made cheese, plenty in good 
dltion selling by auction and otherwise at 23s. to 
33s. per cwt., and latter end of August has been 
sold at 40s. 6d. this week.” These facts, with 
the heavy make of fall cheese and the accumula­
tion of stocks on this side, must indicate low 
prices during the whole of this winter. We are 
of the opinion that a lot of our cheese will have 
to be carried into the winter or shipped on con-
