The people of the parish of Wooler,
County of Northumberland, bad the
happiness of witnessing on Sunday, Juve
2cd, the first cflicial act of the recently
consecrated Bishop of Peterborough, the
Right Rev. R, A. O'Cencor, D. D,
assisted by Rev. Father Mc(Closkey, our
pastor, and Rev. Father Cusey, of Camp
bellford. His Lordship solemnly blessed
snd laid the corner.stone of our new
cburch. At 10.30 a large congregation
bad gathered in the town‘hal., His
Lordehip ssid the Mass and preached »
most eloquent and practical sermon on
the gospel of the day. He rpoke of the
neceesity of faith in Jesus Carist, of i s
glories snd ite e¢ffects, which are made
manifest in good worke, and the practice
of virtue, He encouraged them to al
ways act in accordance with their faith,
They would then be faithful in the ob-
servance of the commandments and be
worthy of the reward, which Jesus Christ
had gone to prepsre for them.

“Before proceeding to the besutiful site
on which the new church is to be erected,
Mr. M C)wan read, on bebalf of the con.

CANONIST AND JURIST.

“The Bishop of Ontario is the only one
entitled 10 be Kuown s ‘the Bishop of Kiog-
ston,’ Dr. Cieary thouid be mentioned e
the Roman Catholic Rishop of Kipgston.”
(News and Whig of Mondey, Juue 3d, in
their report of Rev. W, 8. Carey’s ‘‘vermon’’
on the ‘*Aggressiveness of the Chvrch of
some in Canada.”)

The Bishops of the Cstkolic Church
have io all ages since the foundation of
Carlstianity been finetituted and con-
secrated under a defiaite territorial title.
They bave pever been knowan as mere
ecclesastical dignitarles bolding eplscopsl
orders aud rank, and aceordingly to be
styled * Bishop Jones,” or *Bishop Brown;"”
buat a:fterritoria! tu'ers ln the proviaces of
Christendom, Bishoos of zertsia specifi=d
srd sccurately d fised territorfes, called
dioceses, within which they ¢xorcise theic
twofold power of orders and jarisdiction
— legislative, j idicial, executive and doe-
trlnel The Bishop aud bis diocere are
sicramentally wedded, in token of which
union he is invested with the ring. There
{s no room for b'gimy here. He ls the
Blsnop of bis diocese, be it Kirgaton, or
any other: aud his dlocese is his exclu-
sively, his epiritual spouse in Christ Jesus
There can be only one Bishou of each
dlocese, only one legitimate occapant of
the Sce from which the dlocese fs named
and the Bishop takes his diocssan tiile.
There may indeed be two or more “ishops
resident i the dlocese, There mav be a
coad jutor-Bishop, or an Auxiliary Bishop,
ot au Apostollc Vicar ; but these are not
Blshops of the diocese in which they re-
dde. They are coneecrated on some othar
territorial title, because a Bishop must ba
Bishop of some plece in Christ’s universal
kingdom : and usually the territory orclty
on utle of which such Bishops are cou
secrated {s some place that furmerly was
part of the Church, but bas fallen under
icfidel dominlon, Heuce the phrase,
“Bighop in partibas fnfidelinm.” The
term “Bishop” has refsrence thoerefore to
the particular dloc- se of which this or that
digoitary is the ruler. It is not a famlly
title like Doke or Earl; bat connotes &
diocese or as:signed sphere of jurisdiction,
and should never be meantioued in any
other connectioa than that of bis dibcese,
as Bishop of L ndon, Bishop of Kirgston,
eic. Th's system has pravailed from the
very beginuing as a constitutional and
uoaltera' i3 principle of government in
Christ’s Kingdom, taught by Him to His
Apos:les during the “forty daye” after Hts
resurrection,appearing to them, and speak.
iog of the things pertaining to the Kingdom
of God”™ (Acts lc. 3v) The Imperial
pow:r of Pcgan Rome falled to break
down tbis p:nciple of *“lmperfom ia
imperio,” as the Church's enemies have
b:en pteased to csli 1t, by which the

Tur Free Press of Friday has a very
mixed article about dieallowance of the
Jesuit Estates Act and eeparate echools,
It reasons thus: if the Jesuits’ Estates
Act should not be vetoed, therefore
separate schools should be hampered
with all the restrictions which will tend
to make them unworkable, It is some-
thing like the reasoning : the moon rose
at 12 last night, therefore the Czar is
dead. But it does not depend on the
Free Press what will be done to the
separate schools,

More than two hundred thousand
Italiane emigrated to America last year
in search of employment, and to avoid
the heavy taxes which are now imposed
on the people of Italy. Such is the con-
dition to which the present Atheistic
Government has brought the country.
The confident predictions which were
made when the Pope’s territories were
seized by King Victor Emmanuel, that
an era of prosperity was about to set
10, have certainly not been verified. Tho
intereet on the Italian debt, according to
Mr. Gladstone, amounts to twenty.three
millions, which is more than that on the
pational debt of Great Britan, and the
amount is rapidly increasing every year,

“The Roman Catholics themselves can-
pot object to a policy which advocates
equal privileges to all and exclusive
privileges to none,’ —London Advertiser.

Certainly not. They never did and
never will, Rut, sad to relate, many of
those who are the loudest to proclaim
this doctrine are arrant hypocrites, Let
a Catholic, no matter how well qualified,
present himself for election for sny
municipal coffice in most of the cities
and towns of Ontario, and at once these
apostles of “‘equal rights” will be up in
arme and cast their baliots against him
because he is & Papist, To Catholics,
not Protestants, belong the agitation for
equal rights, 1t is not customary for
Catholics to vote against any man
because he is a Protestant.

It is pleasing to find such a epirit of
generosity and benevolence as the above
fact manifests, If such occurrences
were more frequent there would be much
less of ill feeling engendered on secount
of diftererces in religion.

PENNSYLVANIA Wwill submit to the
electors of the State two amendments to
the Constitution, which will be voted on
June 18tb. The first regards the quali.
fications of voters, and will establich
manhood svffrage for citizens of the
United States only., The second is to
prohibit the manufacture, sale or keep-
ing for sale intoxicating liquor to be ueed
as a beverage., The General Assembly
will be empowered by this arnendment
t) enact laws for the manufacture, sale
and keeping for sale the said Jiquors for
other purposes than a8 a beverage,
Many friends of Prohibition are included
among a large number of Philadelphians
and Pittsburg lawyers who have joined
in a protest against the proposed amend-
ment, which, they say, is rather a subject
for legislation than for constitutional en-
actment,

Tak Empire exploded last week, in an
amuging manner, one of those big anti-
Jeeuit demonstrationa which were
planned for the establishment of Protes
tant ascendancy, or for upsetting Con.-
federation, no matter which, It was the
tgreat meeting” at St. Catharines which
condemned the local M. P, Mr. Rykert,
who, though an Orangemsan, would not
join in the mo.Popery howl, The Mail
reprecented that three thousand people
were at the meeting in the Opera
House which condemned Mr. Rykert.
As there was no ball in the city
which would hold such a crowd, it
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
