Milk Cows and Heifers.
February and March are usually severe months
on milk cows which have been fed largely on
dry fodder throughout the previous months. Tt
is therefore advisable to treat them now with
more nutritious food, diversified with roots and
occasional messes of slops.

Especial care should now be taken with cows
which are expected to calve during this or the
succeeding month. They should be fed regular-
ly three times a day, and should have access to
an ample supply of pure water, and their food
should consist of good hay, and roots and slops.
Young heifers also require a little extra attention
as spring approaches to keep them in a thriving
condition.— Rural Register. ;
