Deferved Articles.

Pror 1o Dismevper tue UsioNn.—
A very plausible story has been going the
round of the papers that the late attack up-
on Cuba was connected with a schemé to
unite the Southern States with Mexico in
a separate Republic, and that Great Bri-
tain had been applied to by the conspira-
tors, for her support. The following is
from the Washington correspondent of the
N. Y. Herald :—

“In the course of the debate Mr. Butler
called. the -attention of General [Touston
to a letter in the Philadelplia Inguirer,
setting forth "that General Houston was
fully apprized of the scheine of Lopez, and
certain Southiern men, to get up a Southern
confederacy, by the junction of the South-
ern States with the republic of_ Mexico —
Being called upon to testify in the matter.

¢ Gen. Houston said he did not know,)
till this morning, the importance of this
solemn bumbug. Ile was not apprised
of any plan, that he recatlected, of a con-
federacy by the junction of the republic of
Mexico and the Southern States. It was
an arrant humbug, as lie believed, because
the parties could not amalgamate. If ap-
prised of any such plan, he should consi-
der it his duty to disclose it, otherwise he
weuld be guilty of connivance.  [le con-
sidered the whole repbrt a lmm_hug, fulse
and ridiculous, and then proceeded to a
splendid eulogy upon the blessings of the
Unipn. Texas had to fight to get in,
and she was not going to fight to get out.

“This, therefore, is the explosion of the
plot of the Southern confedracy, as far as
the reported information in-the possession
of Gen. Houston is concerped. ut there
is a plausibility about the thing, and a
magnificenee in the idea, that are well

| calculated to excite a belief in the scheme.

[t was a very good plot—so was the inva-
sion of Cuba. But that Cuba and Mexico
are ultimately to be parts of this Union, or
of a Southern confederacy, is as certain
as another revolution in Lurope.”’

STRANGE ANiMAL IN ErngsT Towx.

but very savage in its temper ; itanswers
Buffon’s description of a Lynx, with the
exception that it is'not spotted.—NVews.

Ballooning.—Mrs. drnhum, with three
of her daughters and her son, ascended
from Bayswaler, on Monday week, in a
new balloon, called the Victoria and. Al-
bert. The party descended safely in Rich-
mond-park. Mrs. Graham has written as
follows to one of the papers :—¢] cannot
omit noticing the extraordinary admiration
of my daughter Alice, who accompanied
me on Friday night from Vauxhall Gar-
dens, at the astonishing view-of London,
at nidnight, being the first and only at-
tempt made by females to conduct the
management of a balloon at night, and so
much pleased am I' with the nerve exhibi-
ted by those of my daughters who “have
hitherto accompanied me (four in number,)
that if on trial, [ find the others of equal
spirit, which I donbt not, I feel disposed
(God willing) to ascend with my seven
danghters-at the great national” exhibition
of 1851.”

Sir J. I'ranklin.—Letters have been
lately received in this city from officers
of the United States expedition in search
of Bir. John Franklin.  'I'he United States
brig Advance reached Whalefish [sland,
which is on the western coast of Green-
land, on the 21th of June, after a passage
of thirty-two days from New York. = The
distance is not far from 3,000 miles. The
Advance was obliged to shorten sail, in
order to allow the Lese e to keep up, but

went on. 'I'he Rescue reached the place
of rendezvous on the 27th of June, three
days after the Advance. At Whalefish
Lsiand they met one of the English expe-
ditions, coms g of two barges and two
small steame As the vessels sailed
Northwerd the days began to grow longer
and: longer, until. at length there was no
darkness, and finally the sun remaimed
above the horizon during the whole twen-
ty-four hours. ‘o our men the shining
of the sun “all night’” was singular
enough, but to tlie Greenlanders it was
nothing new. ln the course of a few
months, when winter sets in, the days will
gradually shorten until it will be totally
dark durjng the whole twenty-four hours.
These days of darkness will continue for
two mouths. The American expedition
was shortly to sail for Melville Bay,
thence across Lancaster Sound to Cape
Walker, and then to Melville [sland, where
it would winter. = T'hey had not met much
ice thus far during the passage.—IV.. Y.
Sun.

Institution of the Rev. G. C. Gorham.%
— At the termination of the ordinary busi-
ness in the rerogative Court on T'uesday
the 6th inst., the Rev. 'G. C. Gorham,
having signed the articles and taken the
customary oaths, was instituted to the
Vicarage of Bamford-Speke.

- The Herald states that a private
letter from an official personage in Lon-
don connected with the [House of Lords,
has reached Montreal, in which the report
is repeated.

Discovery of a New Poem. by Robert
Burns.—The Perthshire Advertiser says:
“ A" short time since, a gentleman in Kir-
riemuir, who is known to be an ardent
admirer of Scgotia’s Bard, unexpectedly
fell in with what has turned, out to be a
genuine poetical production by the poet,
that has never been published.” From
the circumstances attending its discovery,
he was' strongly inclined to believe that
the poem was by Burns. These circum-
stances, however, he, a few days since,
made krnown to Mr. Robert Chambérs, of
Edinburgh, and last week received d long
letter in reply. We have been favored
with a private ‘perusal of both the poem
and the letter.” Mr..C. is quite convinced
that the poem is genuine.- It is intended
we believe, to print it 1 the new édition
of Burns’ works, at present in course of
preparation by the Messrs. Chambers.—
There can be no doubt that Mr. Robert
Smith (the gentleman referred to) has fal-
len in with an original and genuine poem
by Robert Burns.

Murder.— A most brutal murder has
been perpetrated near Mill-Creek, Ernes-
town, on the body of & man named Bren-
nan. It seems the unfortunate man was
a sort of fortune-teller, and considered
very harmless. About a week ago he
was missed from the village ; search be-
ing made, his body was found un Wednes-
day in a piece of ‘wood about a couple of

faction. His head was completely sever-
ed from his body, and the chest seenied
to be bruised pnd lacerated.. His pockets

were rifled, leading to the belief that rob-
bery was the caise of the foul murder.—
Two men have been arrested on suspicion.

They had drauk all
the previous day’s allowance, and new that their
scuttle butt was dry, there was nothing left them
but endurance. Some of the soamen had congre-
gated on the topgallant forecastle, where they
g zed on the clear blue waler with longing eyes.

« How cool and, clear it looks !’ said a fall,
peweiful young seaman ; ** 1 don’t thivk there are
many sharks about ; whit do you say for a bathe,
lads 7 *? g

*+/I'hat for the sharks !'" burst almost simulta-
neously from the parched lips of the whole group ;
* we'll hava a jolly good bathe when tho second
mate goes in to dinner.”” 1o about half an hour
the bell rang. ‘Fhe boatswain ook charge of the,
deck. Some tweunty sailors were now stripped,
all except a pair of light duck trouscrs; among
the rest was a tall, powerful coust-of-Africa ne-
grb, of the name of Leigh—they used to joke hiin
and eall him Samboe.

“You no swim to-day, Ned ? ' said he, ad-
dressing me. **Feard of shark, eh? Shark
never bite me. Suppose | meet saark in water,
I swim after him==him run like dehbil.”’

I was tempted, and, like the rest, was soon
ready. In quick succession we jumped off the
spritsail yard, the black leading. We had been in
the water scarcely five minutes, when some voice
on board cried out, ** A shark ! a shark !”? In
an instant every one of the swimmers came tum-
bling up the ship’s sides, half mad with fright—
the gallant black among the rest. It was a false
alarmm  We felt angry with ourselves for being
frightened, angry with. those who had frightened
us, and ftiricua with these who had laughed at
us. In another moment we were all again in the
water, the black and myself swimming some dis-
tance from the ship. Fortwo successive voyages
there had been a sort of rivalry between us—-each
faneying that he was the best swimmer—and we
were now testing our speed.

« Well done, Nod !’ cried some of the sailurs
from the forecastle. ** Uo it, Sambo !’’ cried
some others. We were both straining our utmost,
excited by the cheers of wur respective partisans.
Suddenly the voice of the boatswain was heard
shouting, **A shark! a shark! Come back for
God's sako !

 Lay aft and lower the cutter down !’ then
came faintly on our ear. ‘I'he race instantly
ceaced. As yet, we only half believed what we
heard, our recent fright being: atill fresh in our
HIeMO0Ties,

«Swim for God’s salte !’ cried the captain,
who was now on deck; *“he has not seen you.
The boat, if possible, will get between you and
him. Strike out for God’s sake ! *’

My heart stood still. 1 felt weaker than a child,
as | gazed with horror at the dorsal fin of 'a large
shark on the starboard quarter. Though in the
water, the perspiration dropped from me like rain ;
the black was striking out like mad for the ship.

«wSwim, Ned, swim ! cried several voices;
* they never take black when they can get white.”

1 did swim, and that desperately—the water
foamed past mo. ‘I soon breasted the black, but
could nat head him. We both strained every
nerve to be first, for we each fanciod that the last
man would be taken. Yet we scarcely seemed
to move—the ship appeared as far as ever from
us. Wae were both powerful swimmers, and both
of us swam in the French way called * la brassee,’
or hand over hand in English.

Oh, the ageny of that moment ! [ thought of
everything at the same instant—at least 8o it
seemed to me then. Scenes long forgotten rushed
through my brain with the rapidity of lightning ;
yet in the midst of this 1 was striking out madly
for the ship. Each moment 1 fancied I could fee!
the pilat fish touching me. 1 almost screamed
with egony., We were not ten yards from the
ship—fifty ropes were thrown to us—but, as if by
mutual instinet, we swam for the saine.

¢ Hurrah !—they are saved !—they aro aloug-
side ! *’ was shouted by the eager crew. - We both
grasped the rope at the same time—a slight strug-
gle ensued—I{ had the highest hold. Regardless
of everything but my own safety, I placed my foet
on the hlack’s shoulder, scrambled up the side,
and fell exhausted on the deck. ‘I'ha negro fol-
lowed, roaring with pain, for the shark had tuken
away part of his heel. Since then, I never have
bathed at sea; nor, 1 believe, has Sambo been
ever heard again to assert that he would swim af-
ter a ghark 1f he met one in the water.

"A GIRAFFE CIHASE.

A little before the gun went down, my driver
remarked to- me, ** I was just going to eay, Sir,
that that old tree was a camelopard.” O look-
g where he poiited, { saw-that ':ho old tree was
indeed a camelopard, and on casting my eyes to
the right, 1 beheld a troop of them stapding lools
ing at us, their heads actually towering above tho
trees of the forest. It was imprudent to com-
mence a chase at such a late hour, enpecmll;.' ina
country of sa level a character, where the chan-
ces were . against my being able to regain my
wagons that night. I, however, resolved to
chatice everything; and, directing my men (o
catch and saddle Colesberg, I proceeded in haste
to buckle on my shooting-belt and spurs, and in
two minutes I was in the saddle. - The giraffes
stood looking at the wagons until I was within _60
vards of them, when, gnllop!llg round a, thick
bushy tree. under cover of which [ had n_dden. 1
suddenly beheld a sight the most astounding that
‘a sportnman'a e_\'b can encounter. Before me g(ood
a troop of ten celossul giraffus, the majority of
which were from seventeen to eighteen feet highy
On beholding me-they at once made oﬂf. twisting
their Jong tails over their backs, making a loud
switching noise with them, and cantered along at
an easy pace, which, however, obliged Colesberg
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to put his best foot forcmost to keep up with thom.
The sensations which 1 felt on this occasion were
different from auything that 1 had before expe:
rienced during a*lung sporfing eareer. My senseh
were 80 absorbed by the wondrous and beautifal
sight before me, that I rode along like one en- '
tranced, and f&ltinclined to disbslieve that [ was
huunting living things of this world. ‘I'he ground
was firm, and favorable for riding. At every stride
1 gained ujon the giraffes, and after a short burat
at a swinging gallop, 1 was in the midst of them,
and turned the finest cow ont of the herd, ©On
finding herself driven from her comrades and hotly
pursued, she increased her pace, and cantered
#long with tremsndons etrides, clearifi* an amas
zing extent of ground at every bonnd 3 while her
neck and breast, coming in contact with the ead
old branches of trees, wero continually strewing
themn in my path.  In a few minutes I was riding
within five yards of her stern, and, firing at the
gallop, I sent a bullet into her back. Increasing
my paee, [ next rode alongside, and, placing the
muzzle of my riflo within a fow feet of her, 1 firod
my second shot bohind the shoulder ; the ball,
however, geemed to have littie effvct. 1 then
placed myself directly in front, when she came to
a walk. Dismounting, I hastily loaded both bar-
rels, putting in double charges of powder. Before
this was accomp ished she was off at a canter. in
a short time I brought her to a stand in the dry
bed of a water-course, where I fired at 15 vards;
aiming where I thought the heart Iay, when she
again made off. Having loaded, 1 l'&lloﬁ'uil, and
had very nearly lost her ; she had tarned abruptly
to the left, and was far out of sight among the
trees. Ouce more [ brought her to a stand, and
dismounted from my horse. T'here we stoed ta-
gether, ulone in the wild wood. 1 gazed in won-
der at her extremo beanty, whiia her soft dark
eye, with its silky fringe, looked down imploringly
at me, and | really felt a pang of sorrow in this
mement of trinmph for the blood | was shedding.

AKINGDOM DISPOSED OF BY THE CAP-
TAIN OF A BRITISH MAN OF WAR.

In a late number of the European Times, we
find it stated that one of Her Majesty’s ships,
while cruising on the African station, was ordsred
to proceed to the Camarcon river, and deliver the
presents to Kings Bell and Aqua, in fualfilinent of
a treaty entered into with those sovereigus by the
British Government for the suppression of tho
slave trade. On the morning of her arrival, at
daylight, sho was surrounded by a number of war
canoes, with filty men each, one division having
King Bell and his chiefs on board, another divis
sion the eldest son of the late King Aqua, (who
had died since the delivery of the former presents, )
aud the other division the youngest son of the late
King, who had deposed his eldest brother, and
assuined the sovereignty. The Captain declined
receiving them on bourd till eight o’clock, when
the colours were hoisted, a guard of mariues ready
to receive them, the officers wearing their swords
and cocked hats. King Bell was the first to come
on board, accompanied by his wife and twelve of
his chiefs ; he was dressed in the full dress of a
mail-coach guard, with a peticoat instead of trow-
sers ; mext was the eldest son of old Aqua, wear-
ing an English General’s full dJdress coat, and
epauletts,#o0 breeches nor any substitute for them;
last came Tim Aqua, tho youngest brothér; ho
wore the full dress of a general officer, and was
decently clad in a pair of white duck trowsers and
ankle boots, a{so a white beaver hat, with a blue
silk band, and on it in letters of gold, ‘King Aqlla."
‘I'he English resident at Bell Town also camne o1t
boarg, and represented to the Captain that, in
cofisequence of Tim having assumed the so-
vereiguty, the trade of Aqua was stopped, much
to the injury of the Liverpool merchauts, whose
agent he was, and requested the Captain wounld
use what authority he possessed to place the right-
ful heir in his proper position, and prevent Tim
‘Aqua from taking upon hinself the rank of his
late father. A paiaver was immediatoly held on
the quarter deck, King Bell and the Aqua ¢hiels
edamined, when it was proved to the satisfaction
of the Captain, that the prince without the breech
es was the eldest son of the late Kiug, and con-
sequently the rightful heir to the throfie. The
master-at-arms was ordered to dispossess Tim of
his emblems of sovereignty, by remnoving the blue
band from his white hat. The cereinony appeared
excessively disgusting to Tim Aqua, but having
no power to resist, he quietly acquiésced and be-
came a subject. The elder hrother was then re-
quired to enter into the sama treaty as his father
had doue, and sign the same in presence of the
several witnesses, which having done, he was
desired to go on his knees, and the Captain draw-
ing his sword, gave him the flat between the
shoulders, eaying, *‘In the name of Victoria
Queen of Kngland; 1 acknowledge you King of
the Aqua country.”” At the conclusion of the
ceremony, the marines presented armns, the chiefs
chegred; and King Aqua was congratulated on
being established on the throne of his forefathers.
The youngest brother Tim, much hurtand excited
at being deposed, asked the Captain what he in-
tended to do witlmhim.  He was told if he would
tuke the oath of allegiance to the King, his bro- °
ther, and swear to serve him truly and honestly
as his lawful sovereign, and render all and every
assistance in his power to British subjects trading
to the Aqua country, he would be created ** Princo
Royal.” This, Tim Aqua rather reluctantly a-
greed to, and signing the necessary documents in
the presouce of the former witnesses, he was de-
sired to kneel, when the same ceremony was gone
through as with the King, exeepting the Captain
saying, *‘lu the name of Victoria, Queen of
England, 1 create you the Prince Royal of the
Aqua country.?® The presents were then delivers
ed to Kings Bell and Aqua, consisting of, to each
sovereign, one puncheon of rum, twuenty barrels
of gunpowder, twenty bales of blue cotton cloth,
and a General’s uniform, coat snd epaulets, with
a handsome sabro in a gold-mounted velvet scab-
bard. King Aqua generously otfered one half of
the presents he received to his brother Tim, now
Prince Poyal, no doubt fearing that if he had not
done so, that when they reached the shore Tim
might dispossess him of the whole. This division,
except the rum and gunpowder, took p'ace on the
quarter deck ; aud when the tin case, containing
the General’s coat and epaulets, was opened, the
Prince Royal proposed to divide the coat by cut-
ting it down the centre of the back, and the King
to have one epaulet and himself the other. The
King without the breeches appealed to the Cap-
tain to prevent such an outrage. He decided that
the coat and epaulets were the insignia appointed
by the Bntish Governmnent to decorate the bedy
of tho lawful King, at the same time strongly im-
pressing on the mind of his Majesty, that when
he wore the coat and epaulets, he ought out- of
respect to her Majesty and the Brigish Govern- *
ment, always to put on a pair of breeches. Thus,
in an hour, was one King deposed, another es-’’
tablished, and the dynasty of an empire settled
without bloodshed, by the Captain of n British
man-of-war.
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
