A NASTY CHARGE

Two British Corps Accused of
Cowardice

Cy the Earl of Roslyn—There May
be a Parhlamentary £1 quiry.

London, Oct. 30.—The serio-comic
duel between the Earl of Rosslyn and
Winston Churchill may lead to  im-
portant disclosures. It is notoripus
that certain regiments and individu-
als behaved in a most unsoldierly
manner in some of theg British disas-
ters in South Africa, but witnesses
dare not mention it except to the most
trusty friends, because of imper-
illing the collective honor of  the
army. )

The Earl of Rosslyn mentions in
his book the mad flight of theTenth
Hussars and the Household Cavalry at
Sannas post, and for that London so-
tiety is cutting bim. The present writ-
ey wrode from Bloemfontein within a
few hours after the taking of the guns
and met a returning foroe of gun=
ners, who were bitterly angry, espe-
cially with the Tenth Hussars. They
forbade them to give the correspon-
dent tne details because it would
breed ill-will, but it is notorious that
the commanders of the Hussars did
nothing to retricve the desperate sit-
uation. . They were sent to make a
detour and \flank the Boers in opder
to draw the latter from the guns and
enable their recapture, but they made
such a careful and enmormous detour
that they never went near the Boers,
who removed the guns practically
unmolested.

The Marl of Rosslyn's report is very
largely true, but it must not te
mentioned here in London. However,
a parliamentary inquiry into' the cir-
cumstances in the chief British dis-
asters and surrenders is promised at
the next session, when it will depend
upon the secretary of war whether
the stories of cowardice will still be
