WINNING FAME IN WEST

16, 1906, published at Indianapolis,
Ind., and will be of interest to the
horsemen of this section, as College
Maid was bred'by D. McLachlan, of
this city, and is a( full sis.ter to the
magnificent brown stallion ‘“‘The
Principal,” that is still owned, by M;.
McLachlan, and standing for public
service in the stall: !
“The pacing mare, College Maid,
by Wildbrino, owned by Kruster &
Erwin, of Laramiz, Wyo., won a num-
ber of races in the Montana Circuit,
reducing her record to 2.1 1-2. Col-
lege Maid won a $1,000 stake .tor
2.26 pacers at Missoula and third
money in the 2.14 clasy at the same
meeting ; first in a $1,000 stake ﬁ_)r
2.25 pacers at Helena and secom% in
the 2.14 clags at the same meeling.
while at Great Falls she won first
in both the 2.13 and 2.18 classes,
for $1,00¢ each, This mare was very
fast when she struck the Nebraska
Circuit, early in July, and her miles
in 2,12 and 2,12 3-4 over the half-
mile track at Wymore were sim.ply
romps for the daughter of Wildbrino,
The following week, at Beatrice, Col-
lege Maid went a hard race in the
mud, losing to Eddie Woods, after
five heats had been paced.
