Over two hundred persons attended the 
Excursion to Carleton, P.Q., on the 17th inst.

commenced at an early day, grow more fa­
vorable. It is now said that the Company 
propose grading at least ten miles this season. 
The importance of this road in solving the 
problem of the shortest route to Britain has 
not, I think, been fully recognized by the 
people of the North Shore. On the comple­
tion ot a railway from St. John’s to Cape 
Ray, Newfoundland, an event which cannot 
be delayed much longer, a line of steamers 
could connect Gaspe and Cape Ray and place 
passengers in St. John’s as quickly as any of 
the proposed southern routes, which would 
save to the I. C. R. a large amount of traffic, 
which it will otherwise lose in a few years. 
Apart from their general interest in the road, 
the people of Campbellton are particularly 
interested as to the point at which it will 
connect wiih the Intercolonial. Two points 
offer, Campbellton and Metapedia. The lat­
ter having no apparent claims tor that posi­
tion, we notice a few ol the former. A junc­
tion made at Campbellton rouldtsplace the 
offices and shops of the new company in 
connection with the headquarters of the I. 
C. R., north of Moncton, a point of some im­
portance. Again, Campbellton being a sea­
port the advantage derived from using its 
waters would be another benefit, while as 
affording a market to the residents ol at least 
a part of Bonaventure would also be a con­
sideration in its favour. Other advantages 
could be named, which need not now claim 
our attention. That the proposed railway 
should connect with the I. C. R. here, it 
would be necessary to bridge the Rests- 
gouche. Last winter soundings were made 
between Mission Point and the Station, to 
ascertain the nature of the river bed. The 
report was entirely satisfactory, and a rocky 
bed with but little mud was found to extend 
across the river. The bridge would be 
about 2800 ft. long, requiring, say, thirteen 
piers ot 200 (eet span. Within a auhe ol the 
proposed site, lies the almost inexhaustible 
quarry of Bourdon where some of the best 
stone for the I. C. R. bridges was found. 
We await further developments with in­
terest, knowing that a great measure of our 
future success as a town depends on the pro­
per consideration ot the question.

The last ot our spring fleet sailed on Satur­
day. Four other vessels are now on the way, 
and are expected to reach port ere long. The 
arrival and loading of these different vessels

Captain Webb Eoses His IAte.
Buffalo, July 24.—Capt. Webb, the 

noted English swimmer, perished in an at­
tempt to swim Niagara River whirlpool 
rapids, this afternoon. He was rowed out in 

skiff to a point in the river opposite 
Old Maid of the Mist” landing by John 

McClay, the ferryman at the Fall, and leaped 
from tne boat at two minutes past four 
o’clock. The daring swimmer passed the big 
rapid all right, keeping in the middle of 
the stream. When he struck the whirlpool 
he was rushed to the American side where 
the waves, it is estimated, are from 30 to 40 
feet high, and the last seen of him he 
was throwing up one arm. His intention 
had been to pass the whirlpool on the Cana­
dian side. His shoot of the rapids was in­
tensely thrilling. The refusal of rail­
roads and hotels at the Falls to have 
anything to do with what they termed “ His

foing to his death,” rendered the affair 
nancialiy a failure. The river has been 
searched lor two miles below the whirlpool, 

but no traoe of Webb could be found, and it 
is generally believed that he was engulied in 
the whirlpool. Captain Webb leaves a 
widow and two children in England.
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
