At last the question of who shall 
manage the intermediate Tigers has 
been settled, Guy Long having ^ac­
cepted the office.

A Buffalo scribe, inspired by the ab­
sence of specifications in the American 
football guide for 1909 regarding the 
aise of ball to be used, lets go the fol­
lowing under the head of “Might Use 
Football as Small as Goose Egg”:

How large is a football? Is it the 
size of a quinine capsule or a goose 
egg or a dirigible balloon? The offi­
cial football rule book of 1909 is out, 

ut, as usual, it fails to answer this 
momentous question.

The rule about the ball is positive 
on some points. The ball must be 
leather, and must inclose an inflated 
rubber bladder, and it must have the 
shape of a prolate speroid, which is 
much the shape a goose egg would be 
if both ends were small.

ft't crpt"! study of th. 64 of
the rule book fail» to shed light on the 
question. "How large is a football or 
bow large may a football be!" The

«ïvh*B ***** tn 8a.T the subject :
The football used shall he of 

!*!*'.. r' '"'losing an inflated rubber 
bladder. The ball shall have the shape 
of a prolate apberoid.”

That is all. The hall is referred to 
frequently, but there is nothing in the 
rules to indicate its sise. This is one 
of the points of thé games left to the 
unwritten law.

The rule makers are rerv specific 
about the size of the ba.chall used in 
league games. Tt must weigh just so 
much and be just so great in circum- 
erence. But the collegians who vearlv 

tinker with the football rules left the 
matter of size and weight of the ball 
to the manufacturers. A few veara 
ago a foxy Carlisle Indian ran almost 
the length of the field at Cambridge 
for a touchdown against the Harvard 
team. The Indian had secreted the ball 
under his sweater, and in the dusk of 
the evening the Crimson tacklers looked 
in vain for the football.

The defence would object, but what 
could the umpire do? He would con­
sult the rules earefullv provided by 
the rules committee. Would he get 
he-lp? He would not. He would run 
into that stuff about the spheroid, 
W he would learn nothing shout the 
size of a football. Possibly he could 
attack the shape of the new ball and 
get- a verdict against it. Just think 
how the people with the new ball could 
could run for touchdowns—cne touch­
down at least!

Also, consider how the new ball would 
revolutionize the forward pass. With 
the goose-egg ball introduced at the 
proper moment—for the rules say noth­
ing about keeping the same sized ball 
through the game—the hack fielders 
could get off some throws that would 
make the long distance baseball throw­
ing record look «cared.

Then we would see some forward 
passes that were never dreamed of by 
the rule makers.

Doubtless they will continue to plav 
the game with the usual ball, but it 
will be the custom and not the statutes 
of the game which will govern.

Toronto, Sept. 21.—A meeting of the 
Irish-Canadian Athletic Club was 
held last night, when the secretary 
showed a fine list of entries for to­
morrow night's meeting, including the 
best from New York and also Montreal 
men who hold allegiance to the la­
mented federation. They have Frank 
Lukeman, Bobby Kerr, Lou Siebert, 
Dan Buddo. Chuck Skene, Jack Tnit 
and all the best lO-milers in Canada, 
while the_ Irish-American Athletic 
Club, of New York, have entered 
Emile Lunghi, the half mile cham­
pion of England, Italy and America, 
who recently broke the world’s half f 
mile record at Montreal, along with I 
H. Wilson, the English mile charn-

fiion, who defeated Jack.Tait in the ! 
ast Olympic games. These two men I 

have wired that they will arrive in 
the city to-night or Wednesday morn­
ing, when the Italians of the city are I 
arranging a celebration for Lunghi, 
who cannot speak English and is not 
allowed to leave the Irish-American 
Club house except H. Wilson is with 
him.

This will be the first meet held 
in Toronto that will have Montreal 
men competing since athletic peace 
was declared. Secretary J. Davidson, 
of the M.A.A.A., Montreal, wired the 
entries of 15 of their mest men, in­
cluding Frank Lukeman, Don Buddo, 
Frank Halpennv and several 10-milers. 
The entry list closed last night with 
150 entries, representing every club 
of any note in Canada. Th reserved 
seat plan is at Harry Love’s, Yonge 
street The athletes will be given 
their numbers and passes outside the 
gate at 7.30 Wednesday night.
