Itisa. simple but irregular
two storied pavilion, standing
on a stone faced terrace ap-
proached by a flight ot stone
steps. The garden is well laid
out. and as peonies, irises and
azaleas are now in blosom. it is
ve:y bright, The mountain,
with its lower part covered with
red azaleas rises just behind, and
a stream which tumbles down
it, supplies the house with wat-
er, both cold and pure, and an-
other, after forming a miniafure
cascade, passes under the house
and through a fish pond with
rocky islgts into the river below.
