BUFFFALO, April 24—Medical
experts called yesterday at the de-
fense to swear it was probable that
John Edward Teiper was knocked
unconscious by the ‘blow he received
on the night his mother and brother
were killed, were put through a se-
vers grillinng by Distriect Attorney
Guy B. Moore.
